The Queen is Head of State in the United Kingdom. As a constitutional monarch, Her
Majesty does not 'rule' the country, but fulfils important ceremonial and formal roles with respect
to Government. She is also Fount of Justice, Head of the Armed Forces and has important
relationships with the established Churches of England and Scotland.

Monarchy is the oldest form of government in the United Kingdom. In a monarchy, a
king or queen is Head of State. The British monarchy is known as a constitutional monarchy.
This means that, while The Sovereign is Head of State, the ability to make and pass legislation
resides with an elected Parliament.

Although the British Sovereign no longer has a political or executive role, he or she
continues to play an important part in the life of the nation.

As Head of State, The Monarch undertakes constitutional and representational duties
which have developed over one thousand years of history. In addition to these State duties, The
Monarch has a less formal role as 'Head of Nation'. The Sovereign acts as a focus for national
identity, unity and pride; gives a sense of stability and continuity; officially recognizes success
and excellence; and supports the ideal of voluntary service. In all these roles The Sovereign is
supported by members of their immediate family.

As Head of State the Queen has to remain strictly neutral with respect to political
matters, unable to vote or stand for election. But The Queen does have important ceremonial and
formal roles in relation to the Government of the UK.

The formal phrase 'Queen in Parliament' is used to describe the British legislature,
which consists of the Sovereign, the House of Lords and the House of Commons. The Queen's
duties include opening each new session of Parliament, dissolving Parliament before a general
election, and approving Orders and Proclamations through the Privy Council.

The Queen also has a special relationship with the Prime Minister, retaining the right
to appoint and also meeting with him or her on a regular basis.
In addition to playing a specific role in the UK Parliament based in London, The Queen has
formal roles with relation to the devolved assemblies of Scotland, Wales and Northern Ireland.

In the earliest times the Sovereign was a key figure in the enforcement of law and the
establishment of legal systems in different areas of the UK. As such the Sovereign became
known as the 'Fount of Justice'.

While no longer administering justice in a practical way, the Sovereign today still
retains an important symbolic role as the figure in whose name justice is carried out, and law
and order is maintained.

Although civil and criminal proceedings cannot be taken against the Sovereign as a
person under UK law, The Queen is careful to ensure that all her activities in her personal
capacity are carried out in strict accordance with the law.

In the United Kingdom, The Queen's title includes the words 'Defender of the Faith'.
This means Her Majesty has a specific role in both the Church of England and the Church of
Scotland.



As established Churches, they are recognized by law as the official Churches of
England and Scotland, respectively. In both England and Scotland, the established Churches are
subject to the regulation of law. The principle of religious toleration is fully recognized both for
those of other creeds and for those without any religious beliefs.

There are no established Churches in Northern Ireland nor in Wales. They were
disestablished in 1869 in Northern Ireland and 1920 in Wales. There is no established Church in
any Commonwealth country of which The Queen is monarch (i.e. a realm).

In addition to playing a role in the Churches of England and Scotland, The Queen
recognizes and supports the various other faiths practiced in the UK and Commonwealth.

The Queen as Sovereign is Head of the Armed Forces. She is also the wife, mother and
grandmother of individuals either having served, or are currently serving, in the Armed Forces.

The Queen is the only person to declare war and peace. This dates back from when
the Monarch was responsible for raising, maintaining and equipping the Army and Navy.
Today, this power can only be exercised on the advice of Ministers.

On enlistment, the Army and Air Force Acts require members of the Army, Royal Air
Force and Royal Marines to take an oath of allegiance to the Monarchy as Head of the Armed
Forces.

Members of the Royal Navy have never been required to swear an oath — the service
was formed hundreds of years ago and its existence stems from the Sovereign’s prerogative.

The Queen takes a keen interest in all the Armed Forces, both in the United Kingdom
and in the Commonwealth. She undertakes regular visits to Service Establishments and ships, to
meet servicemen and women of all ranks, and their families, both at home and overseas.

The Queen and other members of the Royal Family hold various appointments and
honorary ranks in the Armed Forces. Such appointments include special relationships with
certain ships, and honorary colonels (known as Royal Colonels) in Army regiments and Corps,
and honorary ranks connected with Royal Air Force stations.

The Queen meets regularly with the Chief of the Defence Staff and the Single Service
Chiefs. Her Majesty also keeps in touch with the work and interests of the Services through her
Defence Services Secretary, a serving officer who is also a member of the Royal Household,
who acts as the official link.

England is the most populous and significant country of the United Kingdom with over
51 million residents. It includes over 100 smaller islands, such as the Isle of Wight, in addition to
its mainland. It is bordered by Scotland, Wales, the Celtic Sea, the North Sea and the English
Channel.

Although being a relatively small country, England has held sway over almost every
continent of the world at some time in history. This not only led to the spread of the English
people all over the world, but also to the influx of other nations to this relatively small European
island.



As surrounding nations, and those further afield, arrived in their droves in search of
money, power and better prospects, the English nation became a varied one. Languages, cultures
and religions converged. Today, the population is one of ever-increasing diversity. This
continues to draw people from all over the world; both as a holiday destination and as a home.
The long history of England is evident by the many castles, forts, bridges and monuments
erected in memory of long-ago events and people. These alone give this country an aura of
historical resonance.

The country is fairly flat, but the expanses of /ush, green vegetation, narrow roads, and
stone houses certainly grant it a quaint beauty all its own. The coastal regions are well populated
and promise stunning vistas.

London is the capital city of England. This city is an ever-bustling metropolis that has
successfully combined modern amenities with quaint historical charm. The old buildings and
awesome tourist attractions lend it an old-fashioned air, despite the thousands of locals rushing to
and fro as they carry on their everyday routine.

Scotland borders England to the north and Wales forms much of the western border. This
makes England ideally situated to be the base from which visitors explore the remainder of the
United Kingdom. There are many rivers and lakes in this fertile land. The tidal rivers (Thames,
Mersey and Tyne) are the most significant in terms of their continued functionality and the ports
on their banks. The Lake District is where most of the English lakes are situated.

England is ruled by a monarch, Queen Elizabeth II, who uses a parliament fo manage the
country. A Prime Minister is elected from the leading party and exercises his authority in
cooperation with the Queen. The English culture is somewhat different to other nations, even
those closely surrounding it. The cuisine is simple, using fresh ingredients of a high standard and
avoiding strong herbs and spices.

As the origin of the English language, England has presented the world with many of the
best known authors, playwrights and poets of all time. Well known examples are William
Shakespeare and Charles Dickens. Folklore is another popular element of the English culture.
Tales of centuries ago continue to delight young and old, some even carrying their own annual
festivals with them.

The country is a most rewarding destination. Not only is it rich in its historical and
cultural spheres, but these elements have played a major role in most other countries in the
world. Therefore, travellers from around the world are able to identify with much of its kzeritage,
recognising the influence this had on their own culture and development.

Because England has enjoyed such a rich history, many of its towns and cities exude a
similar charm and intrigue. These various places were established over hundreds, even
thousands, of years and by many different folk, including kings, queens, religious leaders and
explorers. Generally speaking, towns are smaller versions of cities, and vice versa. Cities are
usually granted their status by the Crown, and both towns and cities are independently run.
However, they do fall under the legal umbrella of parliament and, ultimately, the Queen. As
such, they form part of one, cohesive body; that is, England.

Although there are hundreds of places to visit in England, there are certainly a few that
stand out; whether it is for their sheer size and magnitude (such as London), their heritage (such
as Bath), their intrigue (such as Soho) or their quaint charm (such as Plymouth).

In England, there are also chartered towns and town councils. These comprise:
* Civil parishes — A parish is an administrative area that is part of a diocese. This has its own
church as well as places of worship for other denominations
 Unparished areas (these were called boroughs until 1974, when this terminology was formally
abolished)

» Towns that had ancient charters or market charters. They never gained borough charters or
town councils thereafter.

Scotland

Scotland is a picturesque country that lies in the north of Great Britain. In fact, with a total
area of 78 772 square kilometres, Scotland actually makes up about a third of the whole of the
United Kingdom. Apart from its southern border, which is shared with England, Scotland enjoys
the watery borders of the North Sea, North Channel and Atlantic Ocean. In addition to the
mainland, the area of Scotland includes almost 800 individual islands. The capital city of this
country is the bustling epicentre of Edinburgh. However, Glasgow remains its largest city.

Being part of the United Kingdom means that Scotland is under the political
administration and rulership of the monarchy, currently headed by Her Majesty Queen Elizabeth
II.

The history of Scotland extends back tens of thousands of years, when ice sheets had
retreated from the land and the first hunter-gatherers could make this their home. Then, just
before the start of our Common Era (CE), the Romans occupied Britain and Wales. They soon
took the land over from the people that lived off of it and occupied Scotland too. This influence
carried on well into our Common Era, as records show their military power still being significant
at around 400 CE. Then, the Kingdom of the Picts began fo emerge as a Gaelic force against
Roman rule.

By the 900’s, the Gaelic culture dominated this kingdom. Slowly, these ones started
gaining control of larger and larger portions of the country. In 1603, the King of Scots, James




VI, became the King of England. Scotland remained a separate state until 1706, when the Treaty
of Union was finally agreed upon. The Acts of Union were signed the following year and
Scotland was incorporated into the United Kingdom.

Despite this integration, Scotland has retained its own legal, religious and educational
institutions. This has meant that it has held onto a distinct culture, maintaining an identity
different to that of the rest of the United Kingdom (England, Wales and Northern Ireland).

Scotland is a mountainous country, and its highest peak is Ben Nevis (at 1344 metres
above sea level). The Central Lowlands comprises a deep rift valley, which yields ample
supplies of coal and iron. These metals play an integral role in supporting and supplying the
industrial sector of the country.

Its climate is temperate, but has the tendency to change unpredictably. The western areas are
generally warmer than those lying in the east. Summer highs seldom rise above 30 degrees, but
are generally warm and sunny. Winters are snowy and cold, but can still boast a fair amount of
sunshine during the day. The countryside is characterized by deciduous and coniferous woodland
and moorland, giving the natural vistas an undeniable sense of beauty. Scotland is ideal for
grazing, which has earned it an acclaimed reputation as a prime sheep farming district.

Its natural splendour and complex history has given Scotland an air of intrigue. Tourists from
all over the world visit this prime destination every year, immersing themselves in its fascinating
heritage.

Edinburgh is the capital and second largest city in Scotland. Founded on Castle Rock
by ancient British tribes who utilised the strategic elevated position of the volcanic rock. It is
named after Edwin, King of Northumbria in the 7th century. Edinburgh did not develop into a
town until the 11th century, but it soon grew and in 1532 it was declared Scotland's capital.
Edinburgh Castle has been the home of Scottish Royalty for many centuries. The Scottish Crown
Jewels are kept in the Old Royal Palace, and it was here, in a small cramped room, that Mary
Queen of Scots gave birth to the future King James VI. Inside the castle walls is the 11th century
St Margaret's Chapel. Built in 1076, this is the oldest roofed building in Scotland. The castle is
open to visitors and guided tours are given regularly.

The city itself is broken up into two sections: the Old Town and the New Town. The
narrow medieval streets of the Old Town stretch east from Castle Hill to Holyrood Abbey. Many
medieval buildings are here, including the Parliament House, St Giles Cathedral, the house of
John Knox, and Brodie's Close. The New Town is just north of the castle. It was built in the early
19th century and contains many elegant streets lined with Georgian buildings. A beautiful view
of impressive Castle hill can be seen from Princes Street. At night this view is even more
spectacular.

Edinburgh contains many art galleries and museums. The National Gallery of Scotland,
in the New Town, is by far the most impressive. A large collection of European and British
paintings from the Renaissance to the 20th century are on display. Famous artists include
Rembrandt, Van Gogh, Ramsay and Raphael. Today Edinburgh is a lively city and a huge
cultural centre.

Reading and speaking
Wales

Wales is one of the countries that make up the larger entity of the United Kingdom (along
with Northern Ireland, England and Scotland).

It is situated on the west side of England and makes up less than a tenth of the entire
United Kingdom. In fact, Wales is only 256 kilometres long and 96 kilometres wide. There are
approximately three million people currently occupying this country.

Cardiff (or Caerdydd, as it is known in Welsh) is the capital city of Wales and is situated
in the south east of the country. This city is a bustling metropolis, but is still characterised by
charming old architecture and the iconic pub on practically every street. Although the majority of



the residents speak English, Welsh is still a national language. Many of the public and municipal
signs are in both English and Welsh.

Cardiff has many landmark buildings such as the Millennium Stadium, Pierhead Building
the Welsh National Museum and the Senedd, the home of the National Assembly for Wales.
Cardiff is also famous for Cardiff Castle, St David's Hall, Llandaff Cathedral and the Wales
Millennium Centre.

Cardiff Castle is a major tourist attraction in the city and is situated in the heart of the
city centre. The National History Museum at St Fagans in Cardiff is a large open air museum
housing dozens of buildings from throughout Welsh history that have been moved to the site in
Cardiff. The Civic Centre in Cathays Park comprises a collection of Edwardian buildings such as
the City Hall, National Museum and Gallery of Wales, Cardiff Crown Court, and buildings
forming part of Cardiff University, together with more modern civic buildings. These buildings
surround a small green space containing the Welsh National War Memorial and a number of
other smaller memorials.

In addition to Cardiff Castle, Castell Coch (Red Castle) is located in Tongwynlais, in the
north of the city. The current castle is an elaborately decorated Victorian folly designed by
William Burges for the Marquess and built in the 1870s, as an occasional retreat. However, the
Victorian castle stands on the footings of a much older medieval castle possibly built by Ifor
Bach, a regional baron with links to Cardiff Castle also. The exterior has become a popular
location for film and television productions. It rarely fulfilled its intended role as a retreat for the
Butes, who seldom stayed there. For the Marquess, the pleasure had been in its creation, a
pleasure lost following Burges's death in 1881.

Cardiff claims to have the largest concentration of castles of any city in the world. As
well as Cardiff Castle and Castell Coch, the remains of Twmpath Castle, the Llandaff Bishop's
Palace and Saint Fagans Castle are still in existence, whilst the site of Treoda (or Whitchurch
Castle) has now been built over.

The ancient history of Wales began when the Celtic fribes started their mass movement
from Central Europe in 1000 BCE (Before our Common Era). These ones spoke a language that
gradually evolved into the modern language of Welsh.

Between this time and the time in which the Roman Empire gained control, there is not
much known. Rome occupied Wales in 48 CE (Common Era), and this is when the official
recorded history of the country began. In 550, the Germans (Saxons) again made an advance to
occupy Wales, battling with the British for territory. In 1066, the Normans invaded England.
However, due to the fact that Wales maintained its strong resistance to this invasion, the Welsh
began to grow in their confidence and political sway.

Still, it was only centuries later, in around 1400, that Owain Glyndwr initiated the
rebellion against King Henry IV in an effort to establish Wales as an independent entity. It took
just four years for him to crown himself the Prince of Wales. When Henry Tudor became the
King of England in 1485, he integrated much of the Welsh nobility into the English culture.

In 1536, Wales and England were politically united under the English Law. In 1911,
Prince Edward was made the Prince of Wales, awaiting his crowning as King Edward VII. In
1955, Cardiff was declared the official capital of Wales.

Wales has an extensive and beautiful coastline. In fact, this coastline stretches for
approximately 1200 kilometres, much of which is designated to be Heritage Coast. This country
is also characterised by high mountains and sheer cliff faces, many of which meet the ocean in
dramatic displays of nature’s power. Winters can be very cold and snowy, while summer highs
can reach up to 32 degrees Celsius at noon.

Because of its ancient and complex history, Wales is now a destination of rich cultural
and historical heritage. This continues to add a charming flavour to the country and lure visitors
from all over the world, who want to immerse themselves in its fascinating legacy and enjoy its
spectacular vistas.



Wales is not a major commercial or economic epicentre. This is mainly due to its
relatively small size and population as well as its large proportion of land unsuitable for crop
farming. For these reasons, tourism plays an integral role in the maintenance of an optimal
economy.

Northern Ireland

Ireland is an island country of which Northern Ireland forms only about a sixth. While the
rest of the country is known as the Irish Free State and is under independent rule, Northern
Ireland is part of the United Kingdom (along with England, Scotland and Wales). Northern
Ireland has a total area of 14 139 square kilometres and is fairly sparsely populated. Its capital
city is Belfast and its official languages are English, Irish and Ulster Scots. This part of the
United Kingdom is very beautiful, with its blue mountains and vast green moors.

The entire island was made part of the United Kingdom in 1801. At that time, this entity
was called the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Ireland. However, internal disputes meant
decades of civil war between the northern and southern parts of Ireland. Catholics and
Protestants battled one another and Ireland was a sad, violent place. In 1886, William Gladstone
proposed that Ireland rule itself in an attempt to end the civil unrest and re-establish a certain
level peace amongst the people. In 1920, six Irish counties accepted the Home Rule Bill and, in
1921, Northern Ireland became its own political entity, a semi-autonomous government, under
the main ‘umbrella’ of the United Kingdom, which remains a monarchy (currently led by Her
Majesty Queen Elizabeth II).

Northern Ireland is made up of 26 counties. It is characterised by the tiny villages that
hide in every nook and cranny of its vast landscape. Its shorelines are also lined by villages that
use the ocean and its fish as a source of income.

The ruins of the ancient castles and forts are evidence of the years of conflict that once
characterised this country. The natural beauty of clear skies, cobalt ocean waters, sweet air and
rolling jade-coloured hills lends this land an unmistakable quality of the magical and enchanting.



Although Northern Ireland has a fantastic infrastructure, it does not display the hustle and
bustle typical of modern destinations. Rather, there is a relaxed, welcoming air that exudes
charm, fun and a rich cultural heritage. In times past, most Irish residents were rural. Today,
they are still an outdoors type of people; people that enjoy spending time exploring the hills and
beaches of their land.

It is within these breath-taking conditions that Northern Ireland exists, now a peaceful
country that plays its own part in supporting the United Kingdom as a whole. Its culture, history
and picturesque splendour combine to create a gorgeous destination and home.

Belfast is the capital, largest city, and chief industrial centre and port of Northern Ireland.
The city lies on Belfast Lake, a bay at the mouth of the River Lagan on Northern Ireland's east
coast.

Donegull Square lies in the centre of Belfast. In the square stands City Hall. The main
street in Belfast's business district runs north from the square. Queen's University, to the south, is
the largest university in Northern Ireland.
Next to university are the Botanical Gardens, which surround Ulster Museum. The Parliament
Buildings of Northern Ireland lie just outside the city. Docks and shipyards border the harbour
on the east shore of Belfast Lake.

For many years, shipbuilding and textile manufacturing provided most of the jobs in
Belfast. During the mid-1900s, these two industries declined, though they remain important.
Belfast shipyards have built many warships and ocean liners, including the famous British liner
Titanic. Textile factories produce delicate Irish linen that is famous throughout the world. Since
the 1930s, the construction of aircraft has become and important part of Belfast's economy.
Other major products include clothing, machinery, processed foods, rope, soap, and tobacco.
English and Scottish settlers established Belfast as a trading centre in 1613.
During the 1800s Belfast became an industrial city and major port. In 1920, when Ireland
became independent and Northern Ireland remained a part of the United Kingdom, Belfast
became the capital of Northern Ireland.

Motor Vehicles

England is extremely well serviced by public transport such as trains and busses.
However, a large proportion of the residents also make use of their own private vehicles. These
vehicles are of reputable brands, such as Toyota, Renault and so on.

However, England is known for having smaller cars than other First World countries, like
the United States of America, in addition to the usual brand and size of vehicle to which
outsiders are accustomed.

Almost all of the motor vehicles in England use a stick shift or manual gear-changing
device, as opposed to an automatic one. Cars drive on the left-hand side of the road, and the
driver sits on the right-hand side of the vehicle. The red traffic light indicates a definite stop,
unlike some states in America, where drivers can still turn right on a red light. Speeds are
measured in miles per hour, and not kilometres (unlike any other country in Europe). In most
cases, drivers are expected to yield to cars approaching from their right (in a traffic circle, or
roundabout, for example).

Most parking lots work on a ‘pay and display’ method, where you pay for a certain
amount of time and display the ticket indicating your time limit on your dashboard. Street
parking is usually limited to a certain amount of time, but is well indicated.

For example, double yellow lines mean no parking, a single yellow line means that you
may only park after restricted hours (a board will inform you of the details), a dashed yellow line
indicates conditional parking (check the board for these conditions) and no line indicates free
parking. On-foot traffic officials are present and will fine those who do not adhere to these rules.

In general, the speed limit within urban and / or city areas is 30 miles per hour. On the
motorway (or highway), this increases to 70 miles per hour. There are speed cameras to monitor
those not adhering to these laws. Any passing or overtaking must be done on the right-hand side
of the car being overtaken.

The names of the motorways are usually preceded by an “A” or “M”. “A” refers to roads
that are single-lane main roads or divided highways, while “M” roads are formal highways or
motorways. “B” roads refer to minor roads. Motorways are only for motorised traffic. No
cyclists or pedestrians are allowed on them.



Buses

Public transport is used extensively throughout England and, indeed, the whole of the
United Kingdom (which includes the countries of Northern Ireland, Wales and Scotland). For
people that work fairly close to their homes or, conversely, far away from a tube / train station,
the public bus system plays an integral part of their everyday life.

The busses charge considerably less over shorter distances than the trains do, so using
them saves commuters a significant amount of money. Buses run regular routes at very regular
intervals, sometimes only minutes apart, assuring those that rely on them of prompt, efficient
service.

Travelling England by bus is popular amongst visitors too, as the official bus routes are
extensive and the ticket prices reasonable. There are also specific backpacker busses available,
which offer different packages, depending on the traveller’s budget and desired itinerary.

Companies like Haggis and Roadtrip offer hop-on, hop-off trips, allowing a greater
amount of flexibility to tourists and locals.

These tourist busses are particularly useful in some of the more rural parts of the country,
which may not have as developed an infrastructure as the urban epicentres.

There are several official bus companies that run successful travel routes throughout
England. These include (but are not limited to):
Arriva
This company is extensive, but concentrates on town and city routes. However, there are some
Arriva routes between towns and smaller villages. Arriva offers various specials in terms of
tickets. For example, travellers can purchase a Day Saver Ticket, Multi-Journey Saver Ticket as
well as Day and Week Explorer tickets.

Megabus
This bus company offers commuters ultra-low prices right across the United Kingdom. While
being the cheapest bus in England, Megabus requires that you book your ticket in advance so
that you may benefit from the good deals.
National Express

National Express is the most widespread bus service in all of England. It serves over
1200 individual destinations (including those in Scotland and Wales) and offers transport within
and between towns and cities. National Express offers commuters several special passes or
tickets, which work out cheaper if used correctly.

Offering such an extensive bus system has given England the upper hand in terms of
affordable, far-reaching transport for its local residents as well as for national and international
tourists. Therefore, it has proven to be an invaluable player in the progress and development of
the country and its infrastructure.

Popular US Sports

Football is the most popular sport. American football is the most popular spectator sport in the

United States. It is a combat game where highly trained athletes skillfully and brutally execute

strategic plans. Attending a football game often begins with a "tailgate party" in the parking lot
of the stadium followed by several hours of rowdy, emotionally charged excitement. Most fans
watch football while gathered in a local bar or at a friend's home in front of a big-screen TV.

The National Football League (NFL) consists of 32 professional teams located in major cities
across the USA. Each team plays 16 games between early September and the end of December.
The two best teams meet at the Superbowl near the end of January. Games are on Sunday
afternoons with a few nationally televised games on Monday nights. It is difficult to get tickets
for any NFL games as they are generally "sold out" before the season begins. You can
sometimes obtain tickets through travel agents and ticket brokers at premium prices. You can
almost always buy tickets, for a high price, from illegal "ticket scalpers" in front of the stadium
just before a game.

At hundreds of universities across the USA, they play college football games on Saturday
afternoons. Games at the "football schools" with outstanding teams often attract over 100,000
fans. It is difficult to obtain tickets to games at the best football schools but easy to get tickets at
the less popular college games.

Baseball is the second most popular sport in the USA and it has a completely different
atmosphere than football. It is a game of intense concentration and the near perfect execution of
playing skill. Attending a baseball game might start with a tailgate party that resembles a family
picnic followed by several hours of relaxed socializing with friends while watching the game.

Safeco Field is home to the Seattle Mariners, a Major League Baseball team in the American
League.



There are 30 Major League baseball teams divided into the National League and the American
League. Each team plays about 160 games on weekday evenings or weekend afternoons between
early spring and late fall. The best team from each league meet in late fall for the World Series
games to determine the National Champion. Only the most popular games are sold out, so you
can normally buy tickets to most Major League games.

Several hundred minor league baseball teams play in smaller cities across the USA and Canada.
Each team is affiliated with one of the Major League teams and used as a training ground for
future Major League players. Tickets are almost always available for minor league games.

Basketball is a very popular winter sport. Basketball combines the fast-paced excitement of
football with the concentration and athletic prowess of baseball. Basketball game can be
intensely exciting but are usually less rowdy than football games.

The National Basketball Association (NBA) contains 29 teams from major Canadian and US
cities. They play about 100 games on evenings and a few afternoons between October and May.
The championship games are in June. NBA games in many cities are sold out well in advance, so
it may be difficult to obtain tickets. There are ten Women's National Basketball Association
teams (WNBA) in the US. Their games are not as popular as the NBA games but are just as
exciting, and you can easily obtain tickets.

Hundreds of universities across the USA play college basketball. At the "basketball schools"
with excellent teams ticket might be hard to find.

Hockey is not as popular as football, baseball or basketball, but it has a loyal following of fans in
certain cities of the USA and Canada. The game has the fast paced excitement of football and
basketball with plenty of violent body contact. Hockey games have a reputation for attracting
loud, beer-drinking, rowdy fans.

The National Hockey League (NHL) has 30 teams in major cities across the USA and Canada.
Each team plays about 80 games between October and April. Playoff elimination games are held
after the season and the two top teams play in the "Stanley Cup" championship. Tickets are
available for hockey games in most cities as only the most popular games are sold out.

Times Square



Times Square, the most bustling square of New York is known for its many Broadway theatres,
cinemas and electronic billboards. It is one of those places that make New York a city that never
sleeps.

By the end of the nineteenth century, New York City had expanded up to 42nd street and the
area was becoming the center of the city's social scene. In 1904, the New York Times built the
Times Tower on 43rd street just off Broadway to replace its downtown premises. The square in
front of the building was called Longacre square, but was soon renamed Times Square. The
name is now used for the area between 40th and 53rd street and 6th and 9th avenue.

The inauguration of the New York Times' new headquarters at 1 Times Square was celebrated
with a fireworks display, starting a New Year's Eve tradition which still continues today.

The first famous ball-lowering from the 1 Times Square's rooftop pole was held on New Year's
Eve 1907.

At the start of the First World War, Times Square was the center of the Theater District and
attracted a large number of visitors. This made the square an ideal place for billboards. In 1917
the first large electric display billboard was installed. Eleven years later, the first running electric
sign was lit for the first time, to announce Herbert Hoover's victory in the Presidential elections.
The billboards have become such a tourist attraction for the area, that the zoning now requires
the buildings to be covered with billboards!

In the thirties, the Great Depression led to a sharp decline in theater attendance. Many businesses
had to close down, and they were quickly replaced by strip teases and and peep shows. The area
continued to attract visitors though and after the Second World War, the Theater District was
booming again. At the end of the sixties, the area started to go downhill and by the mid-
seventies, tourists avoided Times square, which had become a seedy, crime-ridden and drug-
infested place.

In the 1980s redevelopment proposals were submitted, with little result. This changed a decade
later, when the Walt Disney Company opened a Disney store on Times Square. This attracted
more family-friendly businesses to the area, leading to a so-called 'Disneyfication'. The area was
now - like most of New York City - a lot safer than in the early nineties and Times Square once
again became a magnet for tourists and a center of New York's social scene.

Today Times Square is a constantly buzzing tourist magnet; the square is even one of the most
visited places in the world.

For most of its existence Times Square wasn't much more than a large traffic intersection, but it
is now being redeveloped into a pedestrian-friendly square with large car-free plazas replacing
much of the asphalt. The redevelopment project - dubbed Times Square Transformation - started
in 2012 and is expected to be completed in 2016.

Many people come to Times Square for the ambiance and the billboards spectacle, but there are
also many restaurants and shops - well over 100 - in the area including some crowd-pullers such
as the Disney Store and a large Toys"R"Us. But Times Square is best known for its
entertainment, and plenty of visitors come here to attend a Broadway show. Times Square is also



home to MTV's headquarters and ABC's 'Good Morning America' is broadcast in front of a live
audience from its office at 44th and Broadway.

The most famous building at the square is undoubtedly the iconic Paramount Building. The
building was home to the Paramount theater where stars such as Fred Astaire, Bing Crosby and
Frank Sinatra performed in their heyday. Unfortunately the theater was demolished and the
Paramount building is now merely an office tower.

Another former theater, the Embassy Theater, is now the home of Times Square's own visitors
center. Here you can get information about events and Broadway shows. There's also a small
museum that tells the history of Times Square.

Popular US Sports

Football is the most popular sport. American football is the most popular spectator sport in the
United States. It is a combat game where highly trained athletes skillfully and brutally execute
strategic plans. Attending a football game often begins with a "tailgate party" in the parking lot
of the stadium followed by several hours of rowdy, emotionally charged excitement. Most fans
watch football while gathered in a local bar or at a friend's home in front of a big-screen TV.

The National Football League (NFL) consists of 32 professional teams located in major cities
across the USA. Each team plays 16 games between early September and the end of December.
The two best teams meet at the Superbowl near the end of January. Games are on Sunday
afternoons with a few nationally televised games on Monday nights. It is difficult to get tickets
for any NFL games as they are generally "sold out" before the season begins. You can
sometimes obtain tickets through travel agents and ticket brokers at premium prices. You can
almost always buy tickets, for a high price, from illegal "ticket scalpers" in front of the stadium
just before a game.

At hundreds of universities across the USA, they play college football games on Saturday
afternoons. Games at the "football schools" with outstanding teams often attract over 100,000
fans. It is difficult to obtain tickets to games at the best football schools but easy to get tickets at
the less popular college games.



Baseball is the second most popular sport in the USA and it has a completely different
atmosphere than football. It is a game of infense concentration and the near perfect execution of
playing skill. Attending a baseball game might start with a tailgate party that resembles a family
picnic followed by several hours of relaxed socializing with friends while watching the game.
Safeco Field is home to the Seattle Mariners, a Major League Baseball team in the American
League.

There are 30 Major League baseball teams divided into the National League and the American
League. Each team plays about 160 games on weekday evenings or weekend afternoons between
early spring and late fall. The best team from each league meet in late fall for the World Series
games to determine the National Champion. Only the most popular games are sold out, so you
can normally buy tickets to most Major League games.

Several hundred minor league baseball teams play in smaller cities across the USA and Canada.
Each team is affiliated with one of the Major League teams and used as a training ground for
future Major League players. Tickets are almost always available for minor league games.
Basketball is a very popular winter sport. Basketball combines the fast-paced excitement of
football with the concentration and athletic prowess of baseball. Basketball game can be
intensely exciting but are usually less rowdy than football games.

The National Basketball Association (NBA) contains 29 teams from major Canadian and US
cities. They play about 100 games on evenings and a few afternoons between October and May.
The championship games are in June. NBA games in many cities are sold out well in advance, so
it may be difficult to obtain tickets. There are ten Women's National Basketball Association
teams (WNBA) in the US. Their games are not as popular as the NBA games but are just as
exciting, and you can easily obtain tickets.

Hundreds of universities across the USA play college basketball. At the "basketball schools"
with excellent teams ticket might be hard to find.

Hockey is not as popular as football, baseball or basketball, but it has a /oyal following of fans in
certain cities of the USA and Canada. The game has the fast paced excitement of football and
basketball with plenty of violent body contact. Hockey games have a reputation for attracting
loud, beer-drinking, rowdy fans.

The National Hockey League (NHL) has 30 teams in major cities across the USA and Canada.
Each team plays about 80 games between October and April. Playoff elimination games are held
after the season and the two top teams play in the "Stanley Cup" championship. Tickets are
available for hockey games in most cities as only the most popular games are sold out.

Times Square

Times Square, the most bustling square of New York is known for its many Broadway theatres,
cinemas and electronic billboards. It is one of those places that make New York a city that never
sleeps.

By the end of the nineteenth century, New York City had expanded up to 42nd street and the
area was becoming the center of the city's social scene. In 1904, the New York Times built the
Times Tower on 43rd street just off Broadway to replace its downtown premises. The square in
front of the building was called Longacre square, but was soon renamed Times Square. The
name is now used for the area between 40th and 53rd street and 6th and 9th avenue.

The inauguration of the New York Times' new headquarters at 1 Times Square was celebrated
with a fireworks display, starting a New Year's Eve tradition which still continues today.



The first famous ball-lowering from the 1 Times Square's rooftop pole was held on New Year's
Eve 1907.

At the start of the First World War, Times Square was the center of the Theater District and
attracted a large number of visitors. This made the square an ideal place for billboards. In 1917
the first large electric display billboard was installed. Eleven years later, the first running electric
sign was lit for the first time, to announce Herbert Hoover's victory in the Presidential elections.
The billboards have become such a tourist attraction for the area, that the zoning now requires
the buildings to be covered with billboards!

In the thirties, the Great Depression led to a sharp decline in theater attendance. Many businesses
had to close down, and they were quickly replaced by strip teases and and peep shows. The area
continued to attract visitors though and after the Second World War, the Theater District was
booming again. At the end of the sixties, the area started to go downhill and by the mid-
seventies, tourists avoided Times square, which had become a seedy, crime-ridden and drug-
infested place.

In the 1980s redevelopment proposals were submitted, with little result. This changed a decade
later, when the Walt Disney Company opened a Disney store on Times Square. This attracted
more family-friendly businesses to the area, leading to a so-called 'Disneyfication'. The area was
now - like most of New York City - a lot safer than in the early nineties and Times Square once
again became a magnet for tourists and a center of New York's social scene.

Today Times Square is a constantly buzzing tourist magnet; the square is even one of the most
visited places in the world.

For most of its existence Times Square wasn't much more than a large traffic intersection, but it
is now being redeveloped into a pedestrian-friendly square with large car-free plazas replacing
much of the asphalt. The redevelopment project - dubbed Times Square Transformation - started
in 2012 and is expected to be completed in 2016.

Many people come to Times Square for the ambiance and the billboards spectacle, but there are
also many restaurants and shops - well over 100 - in the area including some crowd-pullers such
as the Disney Store and a large Toys"R"Us. But Times Square is best known for its
entertainment, and plenty of visitors come here to attend a Broadway show. Times Square is also
home to MTV's headquarters and ABC's 'Good Morning America' is broadcast in front of a live
audience from its office at 44th and Broadway.

The most famous building at the square is undoubtedly the iconic Paramount Building. The
building was home to the Paramount theater where stars such as Fred Astaire, Bing Crosby and
Frank Sinatra performed in their heyday. Unfortunately the theater was demolished and the
Paramount building is now merely an office tower.

Another former theater, the Embassy Theater, is now the home of Times Square's own visitors
center. Here you can get information about events and Broadway shows. There's also a small
museum that tells the history of Times Square.

Reading and speaking

Washington DC



Founded on July 16, 1790, Washington DC is unique among American cities because it was
established by the Constitution of the United States to serve as the nation’s capital. From its
beginning, it has been embroiled in political maneuvering, sectional conflicts and issues of race,
national identity, compromise and, of course, power.

The choice of Washington’s site along the Potomac and Anacostia Rivers resulted from a
compromise between Alexander Hamilton and northern states who wanted the new federal
government to assume Revolutionary War debts, and Thomas Jefferson and southern states who
wanted the capital placed in a location friendly to slave-holding agricultural interests.

George Washington, the first president and namesake of the city, chose the site and appointed
three commissioners to help prepare for the arrival of the new government in 1800. Pierre
Charles L’Enfant designed the city as a bold new capital with sweeping boulevards and
ceremonial spaces reminiscent of Paris in his native France. Benjamin Banneker, a self-taught
African American mathematical genius, provided the astronomical calculations for surveying and
laying out the city. The full development of Washington as a monumental city, however, did not
come until a hundred years later when the McMillan Commission updated its plan to establish
the National Mall and monuments that most visitors to Washington now know.

During the War of 1812, most of the city was burned to the ground. British forces invaded the
city and burned public and government buildings, including the White House, in response to
American forces invading York, now known as Toronto, and burning most of it to the ground.
However, the British left the residential areas untouched and also spared the home of the
Commandant of the Marines, located on Marine Barracks, as a sign of respect. It is now the
oldest government building in continuous use in the nation's capital. The Patent Office and the
Post Office were also spared because of Dr. William Thornton, Superintendent of Patents,
pleading with British officers that the knowledge lost therein would be a disservice to mankind.

As a southern city, Washington has always had a significant African American population.
Before the Civil War, the city was home to a growing number of free blacks who worked as
skilled craftsmen, hack drivers, businessmen and laborers. It also included enslaved African
Americans and was the site of slave auctions before they were outlawed in the city in 1850.
Slaves owned in Washington were emancipated on April 16, 1862, nine months before Lincoln’s
Emancipation Proclamation of Jan. 1, 1863. Washington remained home to a large African
American population who created vibrant communities and championed civil rights despite
racial segregation and prejudice. Duke Ellington was born and raised in Washington’s Shaw
neighborhood and played in his first band here.

Washington, DC was envisioned by its founders as a commercial center as well as the seat of
government. The location on the Potomac River was chosen, in part, because it already included
two existing port towns of Georgetown, Md., and Alexandria, Va., which served as regional
shipping centers for tobacco and wheat. When Alexandria returned to Virginia in 1846, residents
argued that inclusion within the Federal District of Columbia hurt business and the city of
Washington would never need that much room to grow.

But after the Civil War, Washington did grow, eventually absorbing Georgetown and the
surrounding farms and rural areas beyond L’Enfant’s original plans for the city. The initial
boundary of Washington City was Florida Avenue, originally called Boundary Street. The first



neighborhoods were those that grew up around the Capitol (Capitol Hill), the Center Market
(Downtown), and the White House (Lafayette Square). The expansion of streetcar lines in the
mid-19th century spurred creation of new suburbs. Two early suburbs, LeDroit Park and
Anacostia, both began as developments that excluded African Americans and later became
predominantly African American communities.

Wars and national events have always resulted in the growth of the federal government and
increases in population. During the Civil War, Washington was an armed encampment with
soldiers bivouacked everywhere and public buildings serving as hospitals. Bread for soldiers was
baked in ovens located on the White House grounds. During World War 11, "government girls"
were recruited to fill office jobs to replace men who had gone to war.

Washington is also a cosmopolitan city. While it has always had foreign delegations from the
countries of the world, it also boasts an increasingly diverse ethnic population. A growing Latino
population represents every Central and South American country with a particularly large
community of Salvadorans. A large Ethiopian population has resulted from the political turmoil
there. New ethnic groups have brought new restaurants, as well as new residents. While DC lost
residents to surrounding suburbs in the 1990s, new housing and urban revitalization is now
attracting people back to the city for a downtown renaissance of housing, offices, entertainment
and nightlife.

As the capital of the world’s most powerful democracy, it is ironic that residents of Washington
lack full self-government and limited self-government was only restored in 1974 after nearly 100
years with an appointed commissioner system. Representation in Congress is limited to a non-
voting delegate to the House of Representatives and a shadow senator. 1964 was the first
Presidential election in which Washington residents were able to vote.

After more than 200 years as the nation’s capital, Washington is brimming with a unique history
of its own. It has developed as a complex and layered city with multiple personalities. As home
to the federal government, it has attracted a diverse mix of government workers, members of
Congress from every state, foreign emissaries, lobbyists, petitioners and protestors. While
elected and appointed officials come and go giving the city its reputation as a transient
community, many of the city’s residents have called Washington home for multiple generations.
Their stories give Washington its distinctive character as both a national and local city.

Preschool and Pre-Kindergarten

Preschool encompasses non-compulsory classroom-based early-childhood education prior to the
age of five to six. Pre-kindergarten (also called Pre-K or PK) is the preschool year immediately
studied before the year of Kindergarten, which is typically studied at age five to six. Preschool
education may be delivered through a preschool or as a reception year in Elementary school.
Head Start Program, the federally funded pre-kindergarten program founded in 1965 prepares
children, especially those of a disadvantaged population, to better succeed in school. However,
limited seats are available to students aspiring to take part in the Head Start Program. Many
community-based programs, commercial enterprises, non-profit organizations, faith
communities, and independent childcare providers offer preschool education. Preschool may be
general or may have a particular focus, such as arts education, religious education, sports
training, or foreign language learning, along with providing general education.

Primary and Secondary School

Prior to higher education, American students attend primary and secondary school for a
combined total of 12 years. These years are referred to as the first through twelfth grades.

Around age six, U.S. children begin primary school, which is most commonly called
“elementary school.” They attend five or six years and then go onto secondary school.

Secondary school consists of two programs: the first is “middle school” or “junior high school”
and the second program is “high school.” A diploma or certificate is awarded upon graduation
from high school. After graduating high school (12th grade), U.S. students may go on to college
or university. College or university study is known as “higher education.”

Grading System

Just like American students, you will have to submit your academic transcripts as part of your
application for admission to university or college. Academic transcripts are official copies of
your academic work. In the U.S. this includes your “grades” and “grade point average” (GPA),
which are measurements of your academic achievement. Courses are commonly graded using
percentages, which are converted into letter grades.

The grading system and GPA in the U.S. can be confusing, especially for international students.
The interpretation of grades has a lot of variation. For example, two students who attended
different schools both submit their transcripts to the same university. They both have 3.5 GPAs,
but one student attended an average high school, while the other attended a prestigious school
that was academically challenging. The university might interpret their GPAs differently because
the two schools have dramatically different standards.

Therefore, there are some crucial things to keep in mind:

. You should find out the U.S. equivalent of the last level of education you completed in
your home country.

. Pay close attention to the admission requirements of each university and college, as well
as individual degree programs, which may have different requirements than the university.



. Regularly meet with an educational advisor or guidance counselor to make sure you are
meeting the requirements.

Your educational advisor or guidance counselor will be able to advise you on whether or not you
must spend an extra year or two preparing for U.S. university admission. If an international
student entered a U.S. university or college prior to being eligible to attend university in their
own country, some countries’ governments and employers may not recognize the students’ U.S.
education.

Academic Year

The school calendar usually begins in August or September and continues through May or June.
The majority of new students begin in autumn, so it is a good idea for international students to
also begin their U.S. university studies at this time. There is a lot of excitement at the beginning
of the school year and students form many great friendships during this time, as they are all
adjusting to a new phase of academic life. Additionally, many courses are designed for students
to take them in sequence, starting in autumn and continuing through the year.

The academic year at many schools is composed of two terms called “semesters.” (Some schools
use a three-term calendar known as the “trimester” system.) Still, others further divide the year
into the quarter system of four terms, including an optional summer session. Basically, if you
exclude the summer session, the academic year is either comprised of two semesters or three
quarter terms.

Extracurricular activities

A major characteristic of American schools is the high priority given to sports, clubs and
activities by the community, the parents, the schools and the students themselves. Extracurricular
activities are educational activities not falling within the scope of the regular curriculum but
under the supervision of the school. These activities can extend to large amounts of time outside
the normal school day; home-schooled students, however, are not normally allowed to
participate. Student participation in sports programs, drill teams, bands, and spirit groups can
amount to hours of practices and performances. Most states have organizations that develop rules
for competition between groups. These organizations are usually forced to implement time limits
on hours practiced as a prerequisite for participation. Many schools also have non-varsity sports
teams; however, these are usually afforded fewer resources and less attention.

Sports programs and their related games, especially football and/or basketball, are major events
for American students and for larger schools can be a major source of funds for school districts.

The United States of America is the third largest country in the world based on
population and land area. The United States also has the world's largest economy and is one of
the most influential nations in the world.

The original 13 colonies of the United States were formed in 1732. Each of these had
local governments and their populations grew quickly throughout the mid-1700s. However
during this time tensions between the American colonies and the British government began to
arise as the American colonists were subject to British faxation but had no representation in the
British Parliament.
These tensions eventually led to the American Revolution which was fought from 1775-1781.
On July 4, 1776, the colonies adopted the Declaration of Independence and following the
American victory over the British in the war, the U.S. was recognized as independent of
England. In 1788, the U.S. Constitution was adopted and in 1789, the first president, George
Washington, took office.

Following its independence, the U.S. grew rapidly and the Louisiana Purchase in 1803
nearly doubled the nation's size. The early to mid-1800s also saw growth on the west coast as
the California Gold Rush of 1848-1849 spurred western migration and the Oregon Treaty of
1846 gave the U.S. control of the Pacific Northwest.

Despite its growth, the U.S. also had severe racial tensions in the mid-1800s as African
slaves were used as laborers in some states. Tensions between the slave states and non-slave
states led to the Civil War and eleven states declared their secession from the union and formed
the Confederate States of America in 1860. The Civil War lasted from 1861-1865 when the
Confederate States were defeated.
Following the Civil War, racial tensions remained through the 20th century. Throughout the late
19th and early 20th centuries, the U.S. continued to grow and remained neutral at the beginning
of World War I in 1914. It later joined the Allies in 1917.

The 1920s were a time of economic growth in the U.S. and the country began to grow
into a world power. In 1929 however the Great Depression began and the economy suffered
until World War II. The U.S. also remained neutral during this war until Japan attacked Pearl
Harbor in 1941, at which time the U.S. joined the Allies.

Following WWII, the U.S. economy again began to improve. The Cold War followed
shortly thereafter as did the Korean War from 1950-1953 and the Vietnam War from 1964-1975.
Following these wars, the U.S. economy for the most part grew industrially and the nation
became a world superpower concerned with its domestic affairs because public support waivered
during previous wars. On September 11, 2001, the U.S. was subject to terrorist attacks on the
World Trade Center in New York City and the Pentagon in Washington D.C., which led to the
government pursuing a policy of reworking world governments, particularly those in the Middle
East.

The U.S. government is a representative democracy with two legislative bodies. These
bodies are the Senate and House of Representatives. The Senate consists of 100 seats with two
representatives from each of the 50 states. The House of Representatives consists of 435 seats
and are elected by the people from the 50 states. The executive branch consists of the President
who is also the head of government and chief of state. On November 4, 2008 Barack Obama was
elected as the first African American U.S. president.

The U.S. also has a judicial branch of government that is made up of the Supreme Court,
the U.S. Court of Appeals, U.S. District Courts and State and County Courts. The U.S. is
comprised of 50 states and one district (Washington D.C.).

The U.S. has the largest and most technologically advanced economy in the world. It
mainly consists of the industrial and service sectors. The main industries include petroleum,
steel, motor vehicles, aerospace, telecommunications, chemicals, electronics, food processing,
consumer goods, lumber and mining. Agricultural production, though only a small part of the
economy, includes: wheat, corn, other grains, fruits, vegetables, cotton, beef, pork, poultry, dairy
products, fish and forest products.



The U.S. borders both the North Atlantic and North Pacific Oceans and is bordered by
Canada and Mexico. It is the third largest country in the world by area and has a varied
topography. The eastern regions consist of hills and low mountains while the central interior is a
vast plain (called the Great Plains region) and the west has high rugged mountain ranges (some
of which are volcanic in the Pacific Northwest). Alaska also features rugged mountains as well
as river valleys. Hawaii's landscape varies but is dominated by volcanic topography.
Like its topography, the climate of the U.S. also varies depending on location. It is considered
mostly temperate but is tropical in Hawaii and Florida, arctic in Alaska, semiarid in the plains
west of the Mississippi River and arid in the Great Basin of the southwest.

Reading and speaking
Chicago

The largest city of the American Midwest, Chicago, Illinois, was founded in 1830 and
quickly grew to become, as Carl Sandburg’s 1916 poem put it, “Hog Butcher, Tool Maker,
Stacker of Wheat, Player with Railroads and Freight Handler to the Nation.” Established as a
water transit sub, the city evolved into an industrial metropolis, processing and transporting the
raw materials of its vast hinterland.

Prehistory and early years




The name Chicago comes from a Miami Indian word for the wild leeks that grew on the
bank of the short Chicago River. Over the centuries the Miami, Sauk, Fox and Potawatomi tribes
all lived in the area. The 1673 Marquette and Jolliet expedition crossed the Great Portage
between the Chicago River and the Illinois, 10 miles of flat, often waterlogged ground separating
the two great water transit systems of North America, the Great Lakes and
the Mississippi Valley.

In 1860 the Republican National Convention was held in Chicago. Illinois legislator
Abraham Lincoln won the nomination there with strong backing from editor Joseph Medill's
Chicago Tribune.

The first non-Indian to settle within Chicago’s future boundaries was a Santo Domingan
of mixed African and European ancestry, Jean Baptiste Point du Sable, who arrived around 1780.
In 1803 the U.S. Army built Fort Dearborn on the south bank of the Chicago River. It was
destroyed in an Indian raid in 1812 but rebuilt four years later. In 1830 platted lots for the future
city were sold to help finance the Illinois and Michigan Canal.

The 1832 Black Hawk War ended the last Native American resistance in the area.
Chicago was incorporated as a town in 1833 and as a city in 1837, when its population reached
4,000. In 1848 Chicago got its first telegraph and railroad. Two innovations—grain elevators and
the Board of Trade’s wheat grading standards—quickly transformed the way crops were sold. By
1854 the city was the world’s largest grain port and had more than 30,000 residents, many of
them European immigrants.

The Great Fire and rebuilding

In October 1871, a fire destroyed one-third of Chicago and left more than 100,000
homeless. Its initial spark remains unknown (legends of Mrs. O’Leary’s lantern-kicking cow
notwithstanding), but it was fueled by drought, high winds and wooden buildings. The factories
and railroads were largely spared, and the city rebuilt with astonishing speed.

In the late 1800s Chicago grew as a national retail center and produced a crop of brand-
name business tycoons, including Philip Armour, George Pullman, Potter Palmer and Marshall
Field. In 1885 Chicago gave the world its first skyscraper, the 10-story Home Insurance
Building. In later years architects Louis Sullivan, Mies van der Rohe and Walter Gropius all
added to the city’s growing skyline. In 1893 Chicago hosted the World’s Columbian Exposition,
which drew over 20 million visitors to its “White City” of plaster Gilded Age buildings built on
former bogland beside Chicago’s south lakefront

Labor and unrest

The 1886 Haymarket affair, in which police fired on protesting workers (and, in the
confusion following a fatal anarchist bombing, each other), ushered in an era of protest and
reform for the multitudes of workers who kept Chicago’s meatpacking, manufacturing and
shipping industries running. In 1894 declining wages at the Pullman Palace Car Company
factory triggered a crippling national rail union boycott. In 1906 journalist Upton Sinclair
published “The Jungle,” a novel that exposed cruel and unsafe practices in the city’s
meatpacking industry.

Nationwide social upheavals surrounding World War I brought many African-American
migrants to Chicago from the South. They found new opportunities and a vibrant cultural
community that soon gave birth to Chicago’s versions of blues and jazz. Tensions arose between
the newcomers and Chicago’s established Irish, Polish and German ethnic groups, leading to a
string of bombings of African-American homes between 1917 and 1921, as well as an eight-day
race riot in 1919.

By the 1930s Chicago’s population reached 3 million. Gangsters Al Capone and John
Dillinger grabbed headlines, but the real power lay with the city’s political “machine,” a system
of patronage that controlled city politics for the better part of a century.

Postwar years

Between 1950 and 1960 Chicago’s population shrank for the first time in its history, as
factory jobs leveled off and people moved to the suburbs. Poor neighborhoods were razed and




replaced with massive public housing that solved few of the problems of poverty and violence.
Riots in 1968 gave vent to anger following the assassination of Martin Luther King Jr., and
violent police response marred protests at the Democratic National Convention that year.

The 2000 U.S. Census reported Chicago’s first decade-over-decade population increase
since 1950. Immigrants still flock to the “windy city,” though now from Asia and Latin America
more than Europe. Chicago remains a center of trade: Airports supplement the old rail and water
transit hubs, and agricultural futures are traded electronically from the floor of its storied
Mercantile Exchange.

USA Landmarks

Niagara Falls, NY

More than 750,000 gallons of water per second thunder down this iconic 167-foot waterfall the
most powerful on the North American continent. The falls straddle the border between the U.S.
and Canada, and though some argue that Horseshoe Falls set on the Ontario side is more
spectacular than the smaller American Falls, the landmark has held a particular place in
American history ever since 1901, when Michigan schoolteacher Annie Edson Taylor was the
first person to go over the falls (and survive) in a barrel.

Mount Rushmore National Memorial, Keystone, SD Carved into a granite mountain face in
South Dakota’s southwesterly Black Hills, this sculpture of four of America’s most influential
presidents (Washington, Jefferson, Lincoln, and Theodore Roosevelt) was considered an
extraordinary feat of engineering when it was completed in 1941 and it’s still majestic today,
bringing in more than two million visitors per year.

Golden Gate Bridge, San Francisco

Stretching 1.7 miles high above the mist-enshrouded waters of San Francisco Bay, this peaked,
vermilion-painted suspension bridge (the color is officially known as International Orange) is as
striking today as it was when it was completed in 1937. The natural surroundings including the
coves and forested bluffs of Marin County; the island of Alcatraz; and numerous sailboats,
barges, kite-surfers, and even frolicking seals can all be seen from the bridge on a clear day.

The Wave, Coyote Buttes, AZ and UT

Set in the remote Paria Canyon-Vermilion Cliffs Wilderness on the Arizona/Utah border, this
dazzling rock formation, which looks like a cresting wave frozen in time, isn’t easy to access:
you’ll need a permit from the Bureau of Land Management, which allows only 20 people per day
to visit the delicate landform. But getting to see this fiery swirl of Jurassic-age sandstone, carved
by the wind more than 190 million years ago, is well worth a little advance planning.

Washington Monument, Washington, D.C.

This stately 555-foot monument, built in the bladelike shape of an Egyptian obelisk and
completed in 1884, is the most prominent structure in the American capital city. Built in honor of



the nation’s first president, the marble monument has been visible in the background during
some of the country’s most historic moments, including Martin Luther King, Jr.’s “I Have a
Dream” speech and Barack Obama’s presidential inauguration. It’s at its most beautiful when
mirrored in the Reflecting Pool at sunrise or sunset, and especially on the Fourth of July with
evening fireworks bursting overhead.

Grand Central Terminal, New York City

Constructed at the beginning of the 20th century, this Beaux-Arts beauty’s interior is as lovely as
its exterior. Usually teeming with crowds of commuters, the cavernousmain concourse is full of
dazzling architectural details, including the much-photographed information booth with its four-
faced clock; the domed gold-and-cerulean-blue ceiling painted with astronomical signs and
studded with fiber-optic stars; and grand staircases, arched passageways, and palatial mezzanines
(housing cocktail bars, where you can sip while you people-watch).

Independence Hall, Philadelphia

This stately Georgian building was erected in the 18th century and used as the meeting place for
the Second Continental Congress. Not only was the Declaration of Independence adopted within
these red brick walls, but the U.S. Constitution was drafted here, too, making this immaculately
maintained building a national shrine.

Clingmans Dome, Great Smoky Mountains National Park, TN

From the overlook tower here at the highest point in the Great Smoky Mountains National Park,
you can see seven states if the weather is willing to cooperate. After all, you’re in the Smokies,
named for the fog that often blankets the old-growth forest.

The Fountains of Bellagio, Las Vegas

From a nine-acre lake on the Vegas Strip, water shoots up to 460 feet in the air in an elaborately
choreographed display complete with flashy lighting and music everything from “Singin’ in the
Rain” to “Viva Las Vegas,” naturally. The 1,200-nozzle Fountains of Bellagio put its design
firm, WET, on the map, leading to commissions for the Dubai Fountain and dozens more.

Stone Arch Bridge, Minneapolis

Consisting of 23 arches made of native granite and limestone, the bridge offers spectacular
panoramas of St. Anthony Falls across the Mississippi River. Built as a railroad bridge in 1883,
it’s been open to pedestrians and bicyclists since 1994.

Dry Tortugas National Park/Fort Jefferson, Florida Keys

These seven islands, made from coral reefs and sand, are at the far end of the Florida Keys and
closer to Cuba than the American mainland. They are notable not only for Fort Jefferson—a
large 19th-century masonry fort built to guard the Gulf Coast but also for the colorful marine life
best viewed while snorkeling in the pristine waters.

Brooklyn Bridge, New York City



At its completion in 1883, this engineering marvel was the world’s longest suspension bridge.
Even though it hasn’t held that title for a while, the Brooklyn Bridge’s two Gothic arched towers
are an instantly recognizable symbol of New York and all its innovation.

Monument Valley, UT/AZ

Straddling the Utah and Arizona border on a Navajo Tribal Park, this vast desert valley is
punctuated by red siltstone buttes sculpted by the wind into hand-like shapes known as
“mittens.” Director John Ford immortalized the landscape in western films like The Searchers.

Bonaventure Cemetery, Savannah, GA

Originally the Bonaventure Plantation, this 100-acre cemetery on a scenic bluff overlooking the
Wilmington River oozes with southern atmosphere. Spanish moss drips from the limbs of live
oak trees that line the pathways between ornate grave sculptures.

Chrysler Building, New York City

While the Empire State Building may be the tallest skyscraper in New York, this 77-story Art
Deco masterpiece is certainly the prettiest with its shiny stainless-steel crown and architectural
flourishes. Pay attention to the details: the big eagles on the 61st floor are modeled after the hood
ornaments from a 1929 Chrysler.

Facts about Canada

Canada is located in the continent of North America. It is bound in the north by the Arctic
Ocean, in the east by the North Atlantic Ocean, in the south by the United States of America
(USA) and in the west by the North Pacific Ocean. Alaska, a state of the US lies in its north-
western part. Canada is the largest, among the various nations of the world that share an
international border with only one country.

The geographic coordinates of the country are 60 degrees 00 minutes north and 95
degrees 00 minutes west. The northernmost point of the country is Cape Columbia on Ellesmere
Island in northwest territory, while the southernmost point is Middle Island in Lake Erie, Ontario
and the easternmost point is Cape Spear in Newfoundland, while the westernmost point is Mt. St.
Elias in the Yukon territory. Canada is divided into six time zones.

The total area of Canada is 9,984,670 sq km and this makes it the second largest country
in the world. Of this total the land area is 9,093,507 sq km while the remaining 891,163 sq km is
covered by water.

The Rocky Mountains with their snow-capped peaks and their clear blue lakes are found
in the western part of the country. The rest of the country is mostly covered with plains, however
lowlands are found in the southeast. Due to its vast extent varied landforms like mountains,
plains, deserts and fjords, all are found in Canada.

The highest point in the country is Mount Logan which is 5,959 m high while the lowest
point is the Atlantic Ocean which lies at 0 m.

Most of northern Canada has an arctic or subarctic climate with long harsh winters, short
sunny summers and little precipitation and mean temperatures below freezing point for about
seven months in a year. While the southern part of the country has a relatively milder climate
often experiencing high levels of humidity during the summer months and the temperatures rise
above 30 degrees centigrade.

The western and south-eastern part of the country experience heavy rainfall while the
prairies are relatively dry. Most of the country’s rain and snow in the east of the Rocky
Mountains is caused by cyclonic storms that form as a result of the mixing of air from the Arctic,
Pacific and North American interior.



In general terms, four seasons can be distinguished in Canada, they are Spring (March to
May), Summer (June to August/September), Autumn (September to November) and Winter
(December to February or later).

Canada has immense fresh water resources and almost 9% of its territory is water. An
interesting fact about Canada’s hydrology is that nearly 60% of the country’s rivers flow and
drain towards the north; away from the nearly 90% of its population which lives in the south.
The major rivers of the country are the Athabasca, Columbia, Fraser, Mackenzie, Nelson,
Ottawa, St. Lawrence, Saskatchewan and Yukon. Of these the Columbia and the Yukon cross the
international border into the USA, while Mackenzie is the largest river of Canada.

Canada has more lakes than any other country in the world and more than 500 lakes in
the country are larger than 100 sq km. Some of the biggest lakes of Canada are Lake Superior,
Huron, Great Bear, Great Slave, Erie, Winnipeg, Ontario, Athabasca and Winnipegosis. Of
these, the four which form a part of the great lakes-Superior, Huron, Erie and Ontario are shared
with USA.

The total estimated population of Canada for the year 2013 was about 34 million.

For the year, 2013 the estimated birthrate is 10.28 births per 1,000 and the death rate is
8.2 deaths per 1,000 members of the population, while the infant mortality rate is 4.78 deaths per
1,000 live births. The sex ratio is estimated to be 0.99 males for every female and the growth rate
of the population is estimated at 0.77%.

The distribution of the population in Canada is quite uneven. Nearly 90% of its
population is concentrated in the southern part within 160 km of the border with the US. The
estimated population density for the year 2013 is four persons per sq km.

The estimated figures for the year 2013 for age structure in Canada show that 15.5% of
the population consists of children between 0-14 years, 12.9% of the population is in the early
working age between 15-24 years, 41.4% of the population is in the prime working age between
25-54 years, 13.3% of the population is in the mature working age between 55-64 years and
16.8% of the population is in the elderly age of 65 years and over.

As per the 2010 census, 81% of the total population in Canada is classified as urban
population, while the remaining 19% is classified as rural population.

The main religion in Canada is Christianity, comprising of Roman Catholics, Protestants
and other Christian sects however, the country also has Muslims and people of other unspecified
faiths.

The official languages of Canada are English and French, but other languages are also
spoken in the country.

The ethnic groups living in Canada include whites of British, French and other European
origin, Amerindians, Asians, Africans, Arabs and others of mixed background.

Canada’s system of government

Canada is a constitutional monarchy, where the duties of head of State and head of
Government are distinct. Canada’s Parliament consists of three parts: the Queen, represented by
the governor general; the Senate; and the House of Commons.

The Letters Patent Constituting the Office of the Governor General and Commander-in-
Chief of Canada (1947) authorize the governor general of Canada to exercise powers and
responsibilities belonging to the Sovereign, with the advice of members of the Privy Council.
The governor general is non-partisan and apolitical.

The Canadian Constitution Act (1867) places executive power in the Queen. However, in
practice this power is exercised by the prime minister and his ministers. The governor general
acts on the advice of the prime minister and the government, but has the right to advise, to
encourage and to warn. As such, the governor general can offer valued counsel to the head of
Government.

One of the governor general’s most important responsibilities is to ensure that Canada
always has a prime minister and a government in place that has the confidence of Parliament. In
addition, the governor general holds certain reserve powers, which are exercised at his or her
own discretion. The governor general also presides over the swearing-in of the prime minister,
the chief justice of Canada and cabinet ministers. It is the governor general who summons,
prorogues and dissolves Parliament, who delivers the Speech from the Throne, and who gives
Royal Assent to acts of Parliament. The governor general signs official documents and regularly
meets with the prime minister.

The governor general is commander-in-chief of Canada. This role has been expressly
conferred on the governor general as per the Letters Patent Constituting the Office of Governor




General and Commander-in-Chief of Canada (1947). As such, the governor general plays a
major role in recognizing the importance of Canada’s military at home and abroad.
As commander-in-chief, the governor general performs many duties:

. Acts on the recommendation of the prime minister regarding the
appointment of the chief of the Defence Staff;

. Acts on recommendations of the minister of National Defence regarding
the appointment of Royal colonels of Canadian regiments;

. Approves new military badges and insignia;

. Visits Canadian Forces personnel, their families and loved ones, at home
and abroad;

. Presents new colours to Canadian Forces units;

. Awards military honours, such as the Order of Military Merit, Meritorious

Service and Military Valour decorations, and the Peacekeeping and Special Service
medals; and
. Signs commission scrolls.

Upon appointment, the commander-in-chief receives the Canadian Forces decoration and
becomes a colonel of the Governor General’s Foot Guards, the Governor General’s Horse
Guards and the Canadian Grenadier Guards, as well as chancellor and Commander of the Order
of Military Merit.

Sworn in on October 1, 2010, His Excellency the Right Honourable David Johnston is the
28" governor general since Confederation. He began his professional career as an assistant
professor in the Faculty of Law at Queen’s University in 1966, moving to the University of
Toronto’s Faculty of Law in 1968. He became dean of the Faculty of Law at the University of
Western Ontario in 1974. In 1979, he was named principal and vice-chancellor of McGill
University, and in July 1994, he returned to teaching as a full-time professor in the McGill
Faculty of Law. In June 1999, he became the fifth president of the University of Waterloo.

Mr. Johnston has served on many provincial and federal task forces and committees, and
has also served on the boards of a number of public companies. He was president of the
Association of Universities and Colleges of Canada and of the Conférence des recteurs et des
principaux des universités du Québec. He was the founding chair of the National Round Table
on the Environment and the Economy and chaired the federal government’s Information
Highway Advisory Council.

His academic specializations include securities regulation, information technology and
corporate law. Mr. Johnston holds an LL.B. from Queen’s University (1966); an LL.B. from the
University of Cambridge (1965); and an AB from Harvard University (1963). While at Harvard,
he was twice selected for the All-American hockey team and was named to Harvard’s Athletic
Hall of Fame. He was the first non-American to chair Harvard’s Board of Overseers.

He is the author or co-author of 24 books including new editions, holds honorary
doctorates from over 20 universities and is a Companion of the Order of Canada.

He was born in Sudbury, Ontario, and is married to Sharon Johnston. They have five
daughters and 12 grandchildren.

Canadian culture

Canadian music reflects the country’s unique diversity—its strong English and French
heritage, its pre-colonial aboriginal traditions as well as the influence of its immigrant
populations. Although, Canadian music has been heavily influenced by American
music and culture; the close proximity between the two neighbors and the subsequent
migration makes this inevitable, the country has nevertheless consistently produced
musicians of international renown.

Canadian art is a conglomeration of influences from different cultures across the world
as well as its own pre-colonial aboriginal art. Before the advent of the first European
settlers in Canada, indigenous art was primarily a confluence of the aboriginal culture
and music with art itself. In the mid 19th century French Colonial art, largely in the
renaissance period featuring religious depictions was patronized mainly by the Catholic
Church. Some known painters of this period are Pierre Le Ber, Cornelius Krieghoff and
Paul Kane.

A group of landscape painters called the Group of Seven, who came into prominence in
the early 20th century, are debated to be the most influential artists in Canada’s history.
Their art lent to a surge of nationalism in Canada. The original members of the group
were Franklin Carmichael, Lawren Harris, AY Jackson, Frank Johnston, Arthur
Lismer, J.E.H MacDonald, and Frederick Varley. Canadian art achieved a distinct
identity of its own only after the Second World War in 1945 when the government also
played a vital role in the propagation of art. This was also the period when abstract art
came into being in the country.

After the arrival of the Europeans, architecture in Canada was initially influenced by
the Baroque and New England styles and later by the Victorian and Gothic Revival
styles. The Chateau style was used in several public structures, such as the Supreme
Court building. The desire for a unique Canadian style led to a revival of the Neo-
Gothic style during the inter-war period.

After the Second World War glass skyscrapers started dominating Canada’s skyline.
Many Canadian projects of this period were designed by foreigners, who won open
contests. Prominent Modernists such as Ludwig Mies van der Rohe and I.M Pei
designed major works in Canada. At the same time top Canadian architects did much of
their work abroad.

Modern Canadian Literature can be predominantly divided into two categories—English
and French literature, although in recent years immigrant literature from Canada has
also made its mark internationally. The first writers in English were primarily travelers,
explorers, British officers and their wives. The earliest documents were therefore,
simply narratives of journeys and exploration. However, since Canada officially
became a country in 1867 it has been argued that the literature predating this was
colonial.

In the 1960s, an experimental branch of Québécois literature began to develop. In 1967,
the country’s centennial year, the national government decided to increase funding to
publishers which gave further impetus to local literature. Prior to this, Canadian English
literature was seen more as an appendage to British and American Literature.



Booker Prize winning authors from Canada are: Michael Ondaatje, Margaret Atwood
and Yann Martel; while Alice Munro has won the Man Booker International Prize as
well as the Nobel Prize in Literature.

Like its art and literature, Canadian fashion was heavily borrowed and adopted from
French fashion when the first European settlers started arriving in the country.
Similarly, modern Canadian fashion is seen as more non-Canadian with more global
influences. Some of the top fashion houses in Canada include LGFG fashion house,
Greta Constantine, Pink Tartan, Smythe and the top designers include Denis Gagnon
and Jeremy Laing.

Canadian cinema has been largely regional and niche in nature. Notable filmmakers
from English Canada include David Cronenberg, Guy Maddin, Atom Egoyan, Allan
King, and Michael Snow. Notable filmmakers from French Canada include Claude
Jutra, Gilles Carle, Denys Arcand, Jean Beaudin, Robert Lepage, Denis Villeneuve and
Michel Brault.

Predictably, like all its other art forms, Canadian Cinema is intricately linked with the
cinema of its neighbor; the US. Canadian directors who are best known for their
American-produced films include Norman Jewison, Jason Reitman, Paul Haggis and
James Cameron. Canadian actors who achieved success in Hollywood films include
Mary Pickford, Norma Shearer, Donald Sutherland, Jim Carrey and Ryan Gosling.

One of the most famous and dearly beloved of the Canadians in the last 100 years is
Terry Fox, who had his leg amputated due to cancer, and since then he is honored as a
secular saint of modern Canada. He organized a one man marathon across the country
to raise funds for cancer research.

Other famous Canadians include Dr. David Suzuki, scientist activist and media star;
hockey player Wayne Gretzky; Marc Garneau, the first Canadian in outer space; non-
fiction author Pierre Berton, and Nobel Laureate in Medicine for his research in
Diabetes, Dr. Frederick Banting.

The most internationally renowned Canadians hail from the world of cinema and music
and include singers Bryan Adams, Celine Dion, Neil Young, Shania Twain, Justin
Bieber; actors Keanu Reeves, Michael J Fox, William Shatner, Jim Carrey, Ryan
Gosling, Ryan Reynolds, Ellen Page, Donald Sutherland, Pamela Anderson; director
James Cameron and many more.

Reading and speaking
The Northern Territories of Canada

Occupying nearly 40 per cent of Canada’s total landmass, the North is an iconic, yet
mysterious part of Canada, famous for its cliched images of igloos, Eskimos, icebergs, polar
bears, seal-clubbers and Northern Lights, but also a region few will ever visit.

Small in population, mostly weak economically and often umnbearable in weather,
Canada’s northern communities are among the most isolated parts of the country, and easily
ignored by all but those who actually live there. For those tough enough to do so, however,
northern living can be a source of great pride and a symbol of man’s ability to overcome some of
nature’s harshest terrain in the pursuit of a traditional pioneer lifestyle that a small minority of
Canadians have enjoyed for centuries.

The unique atmosphere of the Canadian north causes a spectacular light phenomena in
the night sky known as the aurora borealis.

“Northern” Canada encompasses all land above the country’s 60th parallel, which is
divided into three territories (from west to east): Yukon, the Northwest Territories and Nunavut.
Upwards of 90 per cent of the land in all three is strictly uninhabitable, a barren wasteland of
rock, ice and snow, meaning most populated areas are located either in the southern region or
close to the coast of some lake, river or ocean. Even then, “habitable” is very much in the eye of



the beholder. Even in the cities, it’s not at all uncommon for winter temperatures to dip below -
40°(C).

Along with the snowy, generally treeless landscapes, Canada’s North is particularly well-
known as being the fabled “land of the midnight sun.” Due to its proximity to the Arctic Circle,
days up there can entail up to 24 straight hours of sunlight in the summer, but also 24 hours of
straight darkness in the winter.

Canada’s most extreme northern region is home to land that is so frozen, barren, dry and
featureless that it’s been used as training ground for astronauts. Despite the sub-arctic
temperatures, much of the land is actually considered desert, since there is virtually no moisture
or precipitation, and few living creatures can survive.

The aboriginal people of Canada's North, known for their distinctive furry coats, are
known as "Inuit." The popular term "Eskimo" is now considered politically incorrect.

Unlike the rest of the country, Canada’s North was never entirely taken over by
Europeans. Both the Northwest Territories and Nunavut have thus retained their aboriginal
majorities, while the Yukon has the country’s largest per-capita aboriginal community, at around
23 per cent of the population. Many of these residents retain cultures and traditions that have
remained unchanged for centuries, and in some very rural communities, subsistence hunter-
gatherer lifestyles are still practised.

French and British fur traders first migrated to Canada’s North in the mid 1600s, moving
west from Europe’s colonies on the Atlantic coast. In 1670, the British, in typical British fashion,
made a sweeping claim of ownership of much of the northernmost region of North America,
naming the vast territory Rupert’s Land and placing political control in the hands of the British-
run Hudson’s Bay Company. Given a great deal of independence by London, for two centuries
the HBC grew large and wealthy though its cutthroat dominance of the /ucrative Canadian fur
trade, dotting the northern half of the continent with military bases and commercial trading posts
that gradually evolved into modest villages (to this day, many northern cities are still named
“Fort” something-or-other).

Created by Inuit for centuries, the "Inukshuk" are little men made of rock that help
travelers find their way through difficult terrain.

In 1870, the British decided land ownership was better suited to governments than
corporations, and agreed to transfer the management of Rupert’s Land to the recently-formed
Government of Canada. The land was then chopped up into several provinces and territories in
the early 20th century, establishing not only the three northern territories, but also the Prairie
provinces of Saskatchewan and Alberta.

Though tour guides may attempt to put an upbeat face on Canada’s North by playing up
its “serenity” and “vast open spaces,” the North is not generally a happy part of the country.
Virtually every negative statistic you can imagine — crime, domestic violence, prison
population, drugs, suicide — are vastly higher in the North than anywhere else in Canada. The
most common explanation is that the overbearing dullness and economic hopelessness of the
region, coupled with its often hideous weather, provokes all sorts of depression and anxiety in its
residents, as well as a generally nihilistic worldview.

Originally, the main difference between provinces and territories is that they were
governed by two different political systems. Although they each still maintain some unique
characteristics today, the distinction has become far blurrier and less relevant over the last few
decades.

The main distinction has to do with natural resource royalties, which territorial
governments cannot charge nor collect. This is the last lingering legacy of colonialism in the
territories, and is showing signs of becoming a more contentious political issue as the North
begins to make significant new discoveries of diamonds and oil.

Niagara Falls

Niagara Falls, city in the Regional Municipality of Niagara, southeastern Ontario,
Canada, a port on the Niagara River opposite Niagara Falls, New York. The city
overlooks the Horseshoe, or Canadian, Falls cataract of Niagara Falls; the crescent-
shaped cataract is 54 M (177 ft) high and carries nine times more water than its United
States counterpart. Niagara Falls is an enormously popular tourist destination, and it
also serves as a major source of electricity for Ontario.

The city is connected to the U.S. side of the falls by several bridges, including the
Rainbow, Whirlpool, and Queenston-Lewiston bridges. Principal manufactures include
processed food, abrasives, chemicals, automotive parts, metal and paper goods, and
wines and alcoholic beverages. Logistics, i.e. storage and warehousing and information
technology/call centres are also important to the city's economy.

Points of interest include Queen Victoria Park, adjacent to the Canadian Falls and
principal site of the annual Winter Festival of Lights; the historical museum at Lundy's
Lane, site of a brutal battle between American and British forces in 1814; The Maid of
the Mist, Marineland, with Friendship Cove which provides interaction with Killer and
Beluga whales, an aquatic theatre and a game farm; Skylon Tower and Pavilion,
containing a revolving restaurant and an observation deck overlooking the falls; the
Butterfly Conservatory at the Niagara Parks Botanical Gardens; Canada One Factory
Outlets which features brand name shopping; and of course, Casino Niagara. The city is
also home to several golf courses and continues to position itself as a world-class golf
destination.

In September 1998, the Ontario Casino Corporation publicly announced that Falls
Management Company will be the permanent operators of Casino Niagara. Falls
Management Company, unveiled their plans for the permanent casino for Niagara Falls,
Ontario, Canada - including a 350 room Hyatt Hotel, convention centre, world-class
retail mall and entertainment centre.

Originally called Elgin, the community merged with Clifton in 1856 and was known by
that name until 1881, when its name was changed to Niagara Falls. It was incorporated
as a city in 1904. In 1963 the city was greatly expanded when it merged with Stamford
township. The flourishing tourist industry enables Niagara Falls to continue to grow
commercially and culturally.

Interesting Facts:

*  Niagara Falls received its reputation as the “Honeymoon Capital of the World”
when Aaron Burr’s daughter-Theodosia-chose a Niagara Falls honeymoon in 1801. She
was followed up by Jerome Bonaparte, Napoleon’s brother, in 1804 and thus, a
tradition was born. Now over 50,000 Niagara honeymoons are arranged each year.



. In 1848, Niagara Falls actually stopped flowing for 30 hours when ice fields from
Lake Erie jammed at the source of the river.

. Marilyn Monroe visited the falls to film portions of the thriller Niagara Falls,
released in 1953. Other notable visitors have included King George the V in 1939 and
Princess Diana with her sons in 1991.

. The first person to attempt to go over Niagara Falls in a barrel was a 63-year-old
woman. Seeking fame and fortune, schoolteacher Annie Taylor loaded herself — and her
cat — up in a barrel and descended over the falls in 1901. She survived. A new Niagara
Daredevil exhibit, with barrels and all, is available at the IMAX Niagara Theatre.

The old scow. The dumping scow that can be seen marooned in the upper rapids just
above the Falls and opposite the Floral Showhouse, has been there since August 6,
1918. It is an aging reminder of near tragedy and a spectacular rescue.

The steel barge was loaded with rock and had two men on board — Gustav Lofberg and
James Harris. The scow was being towed to the upper river by a Hydro tug when its
tow line broke and it set adrift. Fortunately, the men thought to open the dumping
hatches in the bottom of the craft and the scow was grounded 767 m (838 yd) from the
brink of the falls, where the men were surrounded by teacherous rapids.

Frantic efforts were made to rescue the men all that night and until late the next day.
Finally a breeches-buoy was rigged from a powerhouse on shore to the rig. After
several attempts were made to throw a line across to the rig the line became tangled,
preventing the buoy from reaching the barge.

William “Red” Hill Sr., a famous Niagara River daredevil volunteered to swing himself
out to the obstruction hand-over-hand above the raging water. The breeches-buoy
finally reached the scow and the men aboard were rescued.

Today, the steel barge is now a part of the Niagara legend and a favourite resting spot
for gulls.

Famous visitors. Niagara Falls has attracted visitors from around the world for
centuries — politicians, celebrities and world leaders have all been drawn here to see
this natural wonder in person. Niagara Parks has welcomed not only VIPs but many
motion picture stars and television productions as well, including Marilyn Monroe,
Christopher Reeve and Drew Barrymore. Stories, poems and songs have also been
written to describe the Niagara experience to the world.

What is a career?

Career is defined by the Oxford English Dictionary as «an occupation undertaken for a
significant period of a person’s life and with opportunities for progress: the time spent by a
person in a career; the progress through history of an institution, organization, etc.; [as modifier]
working permanently in or committed to a particular profession; [as modifier] (of a woman)
interested in pursuing a profession rather than devoting all her time to childcare and
housekeeping» (Oxford Dictionary online).

Career is the progress and actions taken by a person throughout a lifetime, especially
those related to that person's occupations. A career is often composed of the jobs held, titles
earned and work accomplished over a long period of time, rather than just referring to one
position.

The term 'career' was traditionally associated with paid employment and referred to a
single occupation. In today's world of work the term 'career' is seen as a continuous process of
learning and development.

Contributions to a career

Contributions to a career can include:

Work experience

Work experience gives you time at a workplace to learn about an occupation or industry. You
may observe others or complete tasks. It is an opportunity to develop skills and networks and to
decide what you would like to do.

Types of work experience

Work experience may be paid or unpaid. It may be for a few days, a few weeks or a year. It may
be observation, work shadowing, volunteer work, a structured work placement, a cadetship or an
internship.

Benefits of work experience

Work experience can provide:

insights into what a job involves

structured, supervised, hands-on experience



useful work skills that are recognised in the workplace
confidence in your ability to learn and become competent at new tasks
work/life skills, such as communicating effectively, or working in teams
a chance to demonstrate how you can contribute in a work environment
an understanding of the world of work
an opportunity to demonstrate commitment and reliability
a new referee to add to your resume
an employment opportunity.
Community involvement
Community involvement gives you opportunities to network and gain valuable skills, knowledge
and experience.
Your community is made up of lots of different groups of people, for example:
school boards and committees
youth organisations
professional interest groups
not-for-profit enterprises
cultural and creative groups
volunteer groups.
Community involvement is about joining one or more of these groups to exchange ideas, build
partnerships and make things happen. You may already be involved with a group, or thinking
about joining one.
If you’re looking for work, joining a community group can help you by:
showing that you can be committed to a task for a substantial period
demonstrating your skills to an employer
giving you new skills to bring to the paid workforce. For instance, as treasurer of your local
neighbourhood watch committee you can develop book-keeping skills.
increasing your knowledge of an area you’re interested in. You can apply this knowledge to
volunteer work, or in a paid work setting.
showing what kind of a person you are—you can include it among your interests in your resume.
Employment
There are lots of different ways to work, and they change all the time. Different types of workers
include:
a) employees work for a public or private employer and is paid. An employee could also be
a person who operates his or her own business, whether or not they hire employees.
b) employers operate his or her own business, or works in a profession or trade, and hires
one or more employees.
c) self-employed workers operate a business, or works in a profession or trade, and hires no
employees.
d) contributing family workers work without pay in an enterprise operated by a relative.
e) full-time workers work 35 hours or more a week, in one or more jobs.
f) part-time workers work less than 35 hours a week.
g) permanent or casual workers. A permanent worker receives either paid holiday or paid
sick leave—and can receive both. Casual workers have no entitlement to paid leave.
Casual workers are often paid a ‘casual loading’ to compensate them for the lack of these
entitlements.
h) temporary workers are hired for a limited period to fill a short-term need. The length of
employment is established at the outset.
i) on call or standby workers agree to be available and contactable for work at any time
during an agreed period—for example, over a weekend. Some of these arrangements
include an allowance for being on call.



j) people who work flexible hours employees work a certain number of hours but vary the
times when they work extra hours in a certain period to allow them to take time off in
another period.

k) shift workers. Some businesses have to keep functioning 24 hours a day—for example,
mines, some factories, bank processing centres and hospitals. Shift work is work
organised to keep such workplaces operating. Sometimes workers take turns at the less
popular shifts (generally night shift). Sometimes different types of work are done on
different shifts, so a worker is permanently employed on a particular shift.

1) people who share job. Job sharing involves dividing one full-time position into two or
more part-time positions. For example, one employee might work three days a week and
another work the other two.

m) contractors. Under a contract arrangement, an organisation or individual provides a
particular service, or undertakes a particular task, at an agreed price or rate, generally for
a specified period.

Enterprise activities

An enterprise is an activity or project that produces services or products. Different types of
enterprises include:

big corporations

medium-sized industrial or commercial operations

small businesses

charities

religious organisations

government organisations

clubs and associations.

Entrepreneurs are people who organise and manage an enterprise by creating new business or
community possibilities.

In some workplaces and industries, being enterprising or having an entrepreneurial attitude or
talent is highly valued.

Training

As part of your work life, training activities:

teach you how to do new things

upgrade your skills and knowledge

maintain your levels of competency.

Training can be formal, resulting in a qualification when you complete it. It can also be informal,
adding to your general skill base without giving you a qualification.

Education

Education is part of your lifelong learning process. Any person’s career will probably involve a
combination of formal and informal education.

Informal education refers to all other deliberate forms of learning and includes learning settings
such as:

workshops

seminars

professional development activities

adult community education courses

leisure courses

guest speakers’ talks

conferences

self-directed learning

labour market programs.

Informal education can play a vital role in your career. It allows you to demonstrate commitment
to and interest in a particular subject, and it keeps you up to date on the latest concepts and
practices in your career field.



Interests

What are your interests?

Stop for a minute and think about these questions:

Where do you most enjoy directing your energy, time and talents?

Is there some activity you take part in that makes you lose track of time?

What would your ideal job be?

What kind of games or activities do you most enjoy being involved in?

Think about things you’ve achieved in the past, for example:

you volunteered at a community event

you wrote a poem or story that was published

you designed a computer program.

Understanding the common features of your different interests can help you choose an
occupation or a course of study.

As you gain more experience in the world of work and undertake a variety of life experiences,
you are building your unique career path. All life experiences, including paid work, sporting
interests and managing a household should be drawn upon as evidence to a potential employer
that you are the person for the job.

Pinpoint Work Essentials: The big myth in business is that the ones who work the hardest are
the ones that get ahead the most. Working hard is important, but working smart is just as
important. Working smart means finding the areas within your job that are essential to your
group and to the company and focusing most of your resources in those area. This is one of the
best pieces of advice what we can ever receive when working for a large company. Take some
time to look at your job and what portions of it are most essential to others both inside and
outside your group. If you pinpoint those areas that are most essential, you become the person
that people come to when things need to get done.

Begin Making Lists: We used to think that making list is useless until we start making them
yourself in a way that was useful for you. We actually should have two lists - one is a list of all
the things we want to do and one is for our daily must do list. On the daily list, we can only place
the three most important things we have to do that day and work on those three things until they
are done. Once finished, then we can go to our general list and choose projects from there. This
ensures that we get those things that we may not like to do as much that would be constantly
delegated to the end of the longer list. How you develop your list to work for you may be very
different, but creating a list system will help you be more productive. Once you complete
something, do not throw the list away. Instead, date and file them in a work completed folder.
This will allow you to have a documented list of all the tasks you accomplished which you can
take out at your next performance review or when asking for a raise.

Learn Many Languages: As someone who was the worst student ever when it came to
languages in school, we can have many proofs that absolutely anyone can learn any language.
We think all of our language teachers would roll over in their graves if they knew we are
proficient in other languages. Being proficient in more languages can open up a lot of career
opportunities and is well worth pursuing if you have an interest in one. There are plenty of
resources online.

Take Some Classes: Too many people feel that education ends when you receive that college
diploma. In fact, it is a never ending pursuit even if you aren’t taking formal classes. There are
almost certainly classes you can take or skills that you can obtain that will make it easier for you
to advance in your career. Take a few moments to talk with your boss or a mentor to find out
what skills will make your advancement easier. Talk with your personnel department and ask if
they will help pay for you to obtain these skills. Many will. It is easier than ever to take classes
while working full time with online education.

Update Your Resume: Take some time to look over your resume to update it and improve it. It
is always a good idea to have an up-to-date resume handy on the off chance that another
opportunity arises. Make new copies and place them in your briefcase so that they are always
ready to hand out.

Lunch Together: One of the most effective tools we can use when we work for a large company
will be the lunch break. First, because we really did not like eating alone, but later because of all
the advantages that come from it. Lunchtime gives you an opportunity to talk with people about
ideas you have in a more informal setting than the office.

Love Your Job: Learn to love what you are doing or begin looking for something else. There
are times when you may have to take a job that you do not particularly like, but there is no
reason that you have to be stuck there. If you do not thoroughly enjoy what you are doing, start
implementing steps to get a job that you do love. And if for some reason you don’t know what
you love, start experimenting. That is the only way to find out.

WRITING A CV

Whatis a CV?
Curriculum Vitae: an outline of a person's educational and professional history, usually
prepared for job applications (L, lit.: the course of one's life). Another name for a CV is a
résume.
A CV is the most flexible and convenient way to make applications. It conveys your personal
details in the way that presents you in the best possible light. A CV is a marketing document in
which you are marketing something: yourself! You need to "sell' your skills, abilities,
qualifications and experience to employers. It can be used to make multiple applications to
employers in a specific career area. For this reason, many large graduate recruiters will not
accept CVs and instead use their own application form.



There is no "one best way" to construct a CV; it is your document and can be structured as you
wish within the basic framework below. It can be on paper or on-line or even on a T-shirt (a
gimmicky approach that might work for "creative" jobs but not generally advised!).

How Long Should a CV be?

There are no absolute rules but, in general, a new graduate's CV should cover no more than two
sides of A4 paper. If you can summarize your career history comfortably on a single side, this is
fine and has advantages when you are making speculative applications and need to put yourself
across concisely. However, you should not leave out important items, or crowd your text too
closely together in order to fit it onto that single side. Academic and technical CVs may be much
longer: up to 4 or 5 sides.

What Information Should a CV Include?

Personal Details

Normally these would be your name, address, date of birth (although with age discrimination
laws now in force this is not essential), telephone number and email.

Education and Qualifications

Your degree subject and university, plus A levels and GCSEs or equivalents.

Work Experience

Use action words such as developed, planned and organised.

Even work in a shop, bar or restaurant will involve working in a team, providing a quality
service to customers, and dealing tactfully with complaints. Do not mention the routine, non-
people tasks (cleaning the tables) unless you are applying for a casual summer job in a restaurant
or similar.

Try to relate the skills to the job. A finance job will involve numeracy, analytical and problem
solving skills so focus on these whereas for a marketing role you would place a bit more
emphasis on persuading and negotiating skills.

All of my work experiences have involved working within a team-based culture. This involved
planning, organization, coordination and commitment e.g., in retail, this ensured daily sales
targets were met, a fair distribution of tasks and effective communication amongst all staff
members.

Interests and Achievements

Keep this section short and to the point. As you grow older, your employment record will take
precedence and interests will typically diminish greatly in length and importance.

Bullets can be used to separate interests into different types: sporting, creative etc.

Don't use the old boring cliches here: "socialising with friends".

Don't put many passive, solitary hobbies (reading, watching TV, stamp collecting) or you may be
perceived as lacking people skills. If you do put these, then say what you read or watch: "I
particularly enjoy Dickens, for the vivid insights you get into life in Victorian times".

Show a range of interests to avoid coming across as narrow : if everything centres around sport
they may wonder if you could hold a conversation with a client who wasn't interested in sport.
Hobbies that are a little out of the ordinary can help you to stand out from the crowd: skydiving
or mountaineering can show a sense of wanting to stretch yourself and an ability to rely on
yourself in demanding situations

Any interests relevant to the job are worth mentioning: current affairs if you wish to be a
journalist; a fantasy share portfolio such as Bullbearings if you want to work in finance.

Any evidence of leadership is important to mention: captain or coach of a sports team, course
representative, chair of a student society, scout leader: "As captain of the school cricket team, I
had to set a positive example, motivate and coach players and think on my feet when making
bowling and field position changes, often in tense situations"

Anything showing evidence of employability skills such as team working, organising, planning,
persuading, negotiating etc.

Skills



The usual ones to mention are languages (good conversational French, basic Spanish),
computing (e.g. "good working knowledge of MS Access and Excel, plus basic web page design
skills" and driving ("full current clean driving licence").

If you are a mature candidate or have lots of relevant skills to offer, a skills-based CV may work
for you.

References

Many employers do not check references at the application stage so unless the vacancy
specifically requests referees it is fine to omit this section completely if you are running short of
space or to say "References are available on request."”

Normally two referees are sufficient: one academic (perhaps your tutor or a project supervisor)
and one from an employer (perhaps your last part-time or summer job). The order and the
emphasis will depend on what you are applying for and what you have to offer. For example, the
example media CV lists the candidate's relevant work experience first.

If you are applying for more than one type of work, you should have a different CV tailored to
each career area, highlighting different aspects of your skills and experience.

A personal profile at the start of the CV can work for jobs in competitive industries such as the
media or advertising, to help you to stand out from the crowd. If used, it needs to be original and
well written. Don’t just use the usual hackneyed expressions: “I am an excellent communicator
who works well in a team...... «

What is an Organization?

Organization is defined as a structure of roles and responsibilities functioning to accomplish
predetermined objectives. Organizations have grown tremendously in size in the twentieth
century and are found in all parts of the private and public sectors (Dictionary of Business Terms
2000, 489).

What is a Company?

According to the Dictionary of business terms, company is group of people organized to perform
an activity, business, or industrial enterprise [Dictionary of Business Terms 2000: 121]. Merriam
Webster’s dictionary defines company as a «business organization that makes, buys, or sells



goods or provides services in exchange for money» [http://www.merriam-
webster.com/dictionary/company].

Organizational Structure of the Company
Organizational structure is a typically hierarchical arrangement of lines of authority,
communications, rights and duties of an organization. Organizational structure determines how
the roles, power and responsibilities are assigned, controlled, and coordinated, and how
information flows between the different levels of management (Business Dictionary online).
A structure depends on the organization's objectives and strategy. In a centralized structure, the
top layer of management has most of the decision making power and has tight control over
departments and divisions. In a decentralized structure, the decision making power is distributed
and the departments and divisions may have different degrees of independence. A company such
as Proctor & Gamble that sells multiple products may organize their structure so that groups are
divided according to each product and depending on geographical area as well.

Organizational structure is important for knowing to whom each employee reports.
Small companies usually use one of two types of organizational structure: functional and
product. Functional areas such as marketing and engineering report to the president or CEO in a
functional organizational structure. Product structures are used when a company sells numerous
products or brands. It is important for companies to find the organizational structure that best fits
their needs.
Function
Organizational structure is particularly important for decision making. Most companies either
have a tall or flat organizational structure. Small companies usually use a flat organizational
structure. For example, a manager can report directly to the president instead of a director, and
her assistants are only two levels below the president. Flat structures enable small companies to
make quicker decisions, as they are often growing rapidly with new products and need this
flexibility. The Business Plan, an online reference website, says small companies should not
even worry about organizational structure, unless they have at least 15 employees. The reason is
that employees in extremely small organizations have numerous responsibilities, some of which
can include multiple functions. For example, a product manager also might be responsible for
marketing research and advertising.
Large organizations often have many tiers or echelons of management. As a smaller organization
grows, it can decide to add more management levels. Roles become more defined. Therefore, it
is important to know which people oversee certain functions.
Communication
The importance of organizational structure is particularly crucial for communication.
Organizational structure enables the distribution of authority. When a person starts a job, he
knows from day one to whom he will report. Most companies funnel their communication
through department leaders. For example, marketing employees will discuss various issues with
their director. The director, in turn, will discuss these issues with the vice president or upper
management.
Evaluating Employee Performance
Organizational structure is important for evaluating employee performance. The linear structure
of functional and product organizational structures allow supervisors to better evaluate the work
of their subordinates. Supervisors can evaluate the skills employees demonstrate, how they get
along with other workers, and the timeliness in which they complete their work. Consequently,
supervisors can more readily complete semiannual or annual performance appraisals, which are
usually mandatory in most companies.
Achieving Goals
Organizational structure is particularly important in achieving goals and results. Organizational
structure allows for the chain of command. Department leaders are in charge of delegating tasks
and projects to subordinates so the department can meet project deadlines. In essence,



organizational structure fosters teamwork, where everyone in the department works toward a
common goal.

Prevention/Solution

Organizational structure enables companies to better manage change in the marketplace,
including consumer needs, government regulation and new technology. Department heads and
managers can meet, outline various problem areas, and come up with a solution as a group.
Change can be expected in any industry. Company leaders always should strive to find the best
organizational structure to meet those changes.

Richard Reed founded Innocent in 1998 with two friends from Cambridge University, Adam
Balon and Jon Wright. When they left university they all got jobs with blue-chip companies -
one went into advertising and two went into management consultancy. But that didn't stop them
constantly talking about setting up a business - a conversation they'd been having since their
student days.

They decided to set up a business which would appeal to people like them — so they fixed on the
theme of doing good to themselves. The result was Innocent, a drinks company producing pure
fruit smoothies. The company now produces more than 30 different recipes and sells more than
two million smoothies each week through 10,000 retailers in the UK and overseas.



Since Innocent was launched the company has been growing by 20% year on year and currently
has a 75% share of the smoothie market. In April 2009 Coca-Cola bought an 18% stake in the
company for £30 million. A year later it paid £65 million for a 58% stake.
Part of its marketing strategy is to use delivery vans which are decorated to look like cows or
grassy fields. The company also prides itself on being ‘a happy place to work’ and ‘people-
oriented’, with a relaxed working environment which includes having a grass floor in the office.
Key advice
"If you're 70% sure about an idea then go for it. Because if you wait till you're 100% confident in
business... you'll never make a decision, you'll never get anywhere."

What is a teamwork?

Teamwork has become an important part of the working culture and many businesses now look
at teamwork skills when evaluating a person for employment. Most companies realize that
teamwork is important because either the product is sufficiently complex that it requires a team
with multiple skills to produce, and/or a better product will result when a team approach is taken.
Teamwork is defined in Webster's New World Dictionary as ‘a work done by several associates
with each doing a part but all subordinating personal prominence to the efficiency of the whole’
(Merriam-Webster Dictionary online)

How to build a teamwork

In any organization, having a cohesive team can make the workplace function more efficiently
and also can improve employee morale. Even if a team has just two people, having set goals and
set roles to play within a team can help make employees feel necessary and that they are working
for a common good. This, in turn, helps the company function at a higher level and increases
productivity.

Organization and Roles

Each employee is a unique individual and the strengths and weaknesses of each must be taken
into account when forming a team. Assign specific roles to those who are the most capable of
handling them, and make sure that each role and what is expected of each individual team player
is made clear. Monitor a team's progress to ensure that each member is comfortable in his
position and is carrying out his tasks promptly and efficiently. Every team should have a
manager or leader who reports to superiors and is responsible for the team and its progress.

The Right Personalities

A person referred to as a "team slayer" is an individual who undermines the entire team. This
person may not have the right personality for the job or may lack the drive necessary to succeed.
It is important to make sure that a team is created with compatible personalities to ensure that its
members will all be able to function together properly. If necessary, simple personality tests can
be administered to help better determine employees' working style and assets to the team. Weed
out employees that hamper a team's progress.

Setting Team Goals

All teams function more efficiently when they know they have a set goal and a clear path to
achieving that goal. Human beings, by nature, are results-driven. If a team is not given a clear
purpose, its motivation may not be there to keep working at a high level of productivity. Set team
goals and provide employees with incentives if they reach a goal in less time than required or if
they display exceptional performance.

Team Communication

To have effective teamwork, communication is the highest priority. Whether it's setting daily
progress meetings or simply utilizing a whiteboard and inter-team communication memos, a



clear way to communicate with each other is vital to a team's success. To keep your employees
engaged, team meetings should be brief, fruitful and interesting. These meetings also can be used
to determine current morale and spotlight any issues that may keep a team from reaching its
goals before it is too late to make changes.

Tuckman's Model of Team Development

In order to create the conditions where you have effective teams in the workplace, you need to be
aware of the life cycle of a team. For example, the goal of a soccer team might be to win the
championship. Having a clear end goal really motivates - but that doesn't mean that everyone
will perform at a high level in the first match of the season.

Bruce Tuckman's contribution to teamwork theory recognised four stages in team development.
This has proved very popular in the understanding of what is teamwork. Below we have
represented Tuckman’s initial model in a way that follows the same phases but allows for issues
recurring at different points in a group’s life.
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Here is one example of how you might interpret his theory:

1. Forming

John was a new striker in the soccer squad who came from a bigger club at a high price. The
existing players were polite and watched him from a distance. John also observed his new
teammates, looking to see who he might get along with as they prepared for their first match. He
was keen to make a good impression, yet some of his new teammates were wary - in case he
made them look inferior on the pitch.

There was a sense of unease in the dressing room as they got ready for their first match. Many
were pre-occupied with their own agendas as they waited to hear instructions from their
manager.

2. Storming

The first game did not go well. Jim accused John of not passing the ball enough. John argued
that he wasn't getting enough back up from others in midfield. They all complained about the bad
decisions made by the referee. Conflict ensued both within the team and with the ground staff.
The team felt despondent and disillusioned.

Their manager patiently listened and challenged, making sure that their opinions were aired. It
took a while, but they all expressed their views before leaving for home - either verbally or
through their body language.

3. Norming

A few tense games followed, but with direction from the manager the team started to perform
better together and results improved. John got to know his teammates and learned how to play
alongside them, and they admired his footwork and his sharp wit. They listened to his
suggestions about match tactics and respect for him as a team-member grew.



The atmosphere in the dressing room became more relaxed and constructive, with lots of
suggestions about how to improve performance.

4. Performing

As the team reach the closing stages of the championship, the team knew what they had to do to
get results. They played with a growing level of skill and anticipated each other's moves on the
pitch (Bruce W. Tuckman).

Their focus was on winning each game and maintaining a high level of fitness. They respected
their manager, who anticipated and dealt with any conflict that arose during preparations for
games. Over time, they had got to know each other well and many strong friendships were
formed. As they went out for the final match of the season they felt fit, confident, and most
importantly, part of a strong team.

Project Communication

Most people respond positively to being kept informed, while old fashioned management
wisdom might say 'managers manage' and others 'do'. If this happens, it can result in
communication vacuums, which is the opposite of best project management practice.
Communication is the lifeblood of projects. Open communication must be encouraged and
managed. To avoid information overload, there are practices that can be employed, aligned to
effective team based organisation, that encourage effective communication.

Good personal communication skills are also vital if teams are to make effective and efficient
progress. There are many forms of communication, but the most important, and sometimes the
least practiced, is listening . Lack of care and attention to communication skills and processes
can cause major risks and issues on projects the results of which are often measured in delays
and additional work.

No matter how brilliant a business idea, people must carry it out, and the wrong people will fail,
disappointing investors.

Being able to split jobs up into smaller tasks which are assigned to multiple people, management
can increase productivity by better utilizing its employees. Instead of having one person
complete a whole process, start to finish, the company can give that person the tasks in the
process that best align with his skill set, thereby cutting down on that employee's frustration level
resulting from doing what he isn't good at. Constant repetition of specific types of tasks will
make that employee more (4) at them, decreasing production time. This can mean
less overtime, which saves the company money (for hourly employees). From the employees'
point of view, doing things faster and working less overtime means going home earlier, creating
a better work-life balance.

Now a process is as slow as its slowest step. If the slower steps are sped up, then the whole
process can be completed much faster. Identification of better ways to perform a process requires
help from the people performing the process. How helpful do you think these employees will be
if they feel that their jobs are threatened? An environment where teamwork is emphasized can
change how these people think about their jobs, making them more likely to cooperate in process
redesign. They should be more willing to answer questions about how the process currently
works. In addition, team players should be more likely to voice their ideas for improving things
because they're used to thinking that people listen to their input and take it into

In a teamwork environment, the team takes responsibility for the process they are performing,
and the employees are (6) .
